Greetings:
“Hello class, did everybody have a good week?
It’s getting cold day by day. I hope you guys are getting ready for winter.”
Eliciting:

“So today I would like to talk ask you, what kind of sports game there are that is Global and held every 4 years.”
Answer : Olympic Games~
Introducing today’s topic:
“Yes today, we are going to learn about ‘The Olympic Games.”

	Procedure:
Key Vocabulary
Instruction:

“Before we read the text, can anybody tell me what these words mean?”
“Raise your hand if you know the answer”
(Start sticking the pictures on the whiteboard)

-Give students time to look at the words and pictures. (1mins)

(No demonstration needed)
-Write the key vocabulary on the whiteboard. 

Zeus, discus, javelin, long jump, athletes, wrestle

-Explain each word. 
Zeus: Ruler of Gods. 

Discus: a heavy circular object thrown by athletes as a sport.

Javelin: a long spear that is used in sports competition. 

Long jump: a jump from distance is made usually from a running.
Athlete: a person who is trained or skilled in sports.

Wrestle: to fight by forcing opponents into painful positions.

-Analyze with pronunciation. (Explain the stress for each vocab)
CCQ: (use the pictures while CCQ, point to the relevant picture while asking)
1. So what do we call a person who plays sports?
( Athletes

2. What is it that athletes throw which is round and heavy?

( Discus

3. What do we call the King of Gods?
( Zeus

4. What is something athletes throw which is long and looks like a long arrow? ( Javelin

5. What do we call a sport which requires 2 people on the mat?
( Wrestling

6. What do we call a sport where an athlete has to run and jump as far as possible?

( Long jump

	Procedure:
Guiding questions & Predictions
“What kind of Olympic Games do you know?” Do you know why the Olympic Games were held?”
Instructions

“I am going to hand out this article; you will individually read the text within 3 minutes. Please think about the questions I asked you while reading the article”
CCQ:

“Will you be working together?” -- NO
“How much time do you have?” – 3 mins

(Distribute reading material)
(Give time warning. “you have 1 minute left”)
Worksheet #1 (Detailed Task)
“So, I am going to hand out this worksheet. I want you to find the correct answers by yourself. I will give you 2 mins.”
CCQ:

“Will you be working together?” -- NO

“How much time do you have?” – 2 mins

(Distribute reading worksheet)

(Give time warning. “you have 1 minute left”)

Check the answers
“OK so lets check the answers altogether. Somebody please tell me the correct answer for number 1.” (Continue till all of the questions are answered)

Class activity #1

Instruction:

“Since we’ve read about how games are held back in Greece, I have prepared a mini-game for us to play in class. I am going to divide the class into 2 groups. From each group choose one person to come out to the front and play for the team”
“The mini game is to pick up one Joe-li-pong at a time by using a chopstick and move it to the paper cup. You have to pick one at a time. The one who picks up the most in 1 minute will be the winner”
“The award will be a cup of Joe-li-pong”
Demonstrate:

Demonstrate by using the chopstick and moving it to the paper cup.

CCQ:

“So, how many people will come out to play?” – one from each team.
(When 2 volunteers come out to play the game, have them seated and start the game by setting up the time)

Feedback

Check the winner
Count the Joe-li-pongs in each cup. Define the winner.

**Play 2 more times.




	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Reading post-activity worksheet 15 copies

	Procedure:

Free production instruction:
“Now I am going to hand out our last activity we are going to do in class. In this worksheet you should write your favorite Olympic sport and 3 reasons why you like this sport. I will give you 2 minutes”
CCQ:

Are you working alone? –yes
How many minutes do you have? –2mins
(No demonstration needed. Distribute post-activity worksheet #1)

(Monitor actively and participate with the student that seems to need help)
(Give time warning. “you have 1 minute left”)

Check Feedback
“OK, lets have  2 students share their work”
(Pick 2 students who have finished writing their worksheet to share their work)

Conclude lesson
“OK so today we’ve learnt about Olympic Games”
“What are the new vocabularies we’ve learnt today?” 

Elicit key vocabulary for students for the last time.

“For those students who have not finished your post-activity worksheet please finish them at home, for those who have, you have no homework”
“Good work class! See you all tomorrow!”

Materials:


-Reading material 15 copies


-Picture images, whiteboard, marker, sticky tapes, stop watch


-Reading worksheet 15copies


-6 paper cups, 6 wooden chopsticks and 1 bag of Joe-li-Pongs


-Reading post-activity worksheet 15 copies








Aims:


-Ss will be able to practice skimming and scanning skills by reading the text and answering the guiding question. 


-Ss will be able to improve speaking and reading ability throughout sharing ideas within the group and by reading the text. 


-Students will be able to maximize STT throughout class activity.


-Students will practice ‘brainstorming’ by working on the worksheets.








Language Skills:


Reading: Practice by reading the material about ‘The Olympic Games’.


Speaking/Listening: Practice by speaking and listening in class instructions, demonstrations, group work and main activity.


Writing: Practice writing during lesson worksheet and homework assignment. (post-activity)





Language Systems:


-Phonology: Learn the key vocabulary. 


-Lexis: Types of vocabulary used in sports. 


-Function: Individual presentations during class activity.





Assumptions:


-Students have at least watched one game of the Olympic Games.


-Students are used to in-class activities. 


-Students know how to skim and scan. 


 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Students will enjoy the activity. 


-Students may not understand the meaning of some words in the key vocabulary. 


( Will be directed during the pre-activity.


-There may not be enough time to complete the main-activity mini game. 


( Ask only 2 students to come out to play the mini game.


-If there is enough time in the main-activity mini game.


( Ask 4 more students to come out to play the mini game.


-There may not be enough time to complete the post-activity.


( Have the students do the rest of the work at home for homework.


( If there is more time, have more than 2 students share their work.
