	Procedure:

1. Vocabulary 

– Before start, let’s look over key vocabulary to understand the text easier.

* orphanage

>Elicit – (Show students pictured of orphanage with explanation) This is a home for children who don’t have parents.

>Write – (writhe the word on the board) Repeat after me, orphanage.
>Analyze – The word orphanage is a noun and the stress is on the first syllable. The word refers a home, for children, they are called orphans.
> CCQ – If you have parents, do you live in an orphanage?

                Where do orphans live in?

* glimpse

>Elicit – (Show students gesture first) It is a quick look, glance is the synonym.

>Write – (writhe the word on the board) Repeat after me, glimpse.

>Analyze – Glimpse is a noun and the stress is on the first syllable. The plural form is glimpses.

>CCQ – Does a glimpse mean looking at someone for long?

               The can you show me what is glimpse?

* perform

>Elicit – Its noun refers play, event, concert, musical, and etc. It goes with an experiment, a miracle, and a ceremony.

>Write – (writhe the word on the board) Repeat after me, perform.

>Analyze – Perform is a verb and its past form is performed. The stress is on the first syllable.

>CCQ – Can you perform a book? Can you perform an experiment?

               Have you ever performed something in front of people?

* progress

>Elicit – This is the process of gradually improving. For example, learning English starts from beginner to advanced lever. What do we call it?
>Write – (writhe the word on the board) Repeat after me, progress.
>Analyze – As a noun, its stress is on the first syllable. This also can be a verb, for a verb, the stress is on the second syllable.
>CCQ – If you show your progress, 
does it mean you are staying at same lever?
* reveal
>Elicit – (Show students gesture first) It is hided but suddenly expose to people. 
>Write – (writhe the word on the board) Repeat after me, reveal.
>Analyze – Reveal is a verb and its stress is on the first syllable.
>CCQ – Cover and reveal, are they same?
               When you wear your socks, do you reveal your foot or not?

	Procedure:

1. guiding question
(Write the question on the board)

2. Task A

>Instruction

(pass out the worksheet)

You will have a worksheet. Look at the part I only. There are 4 types of questions. A is true or false questions, B is choosing right word, C is fact and opinion questions, and D is writing correct word.

I will give you 5mins to complete and do it on your own. If you finish earlier, you can discuss with a person next to you.

>CCQ

Are you going to speak?

How much time do you have?

When you finish earlier, what will you do?

(run task)

>Feedback

Have you all checked the answer? (If-no, give them 30sends)

Let’s check the answer one by one. I want you to read the questions and answer. Start from right hand side.

3. Task B

>Instruction

Look at the part II of the worksheet. You are going to number the sentences in the order they happened. I will give you 2mins and you can discuss about it with a person next to you.

>CCQ

What will you do?

Will you draw a picture along with each sentence?

Are you working alone?
(run task)

>Feedback

Is there anyone still doing work? (If-yes, give them 30sends)

Let’s answer together. Please read out loud the sentences in order.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 





Students may not understand instruction easily.


→ Explain slowly with gesture and demonstrate the instruction again.


Students may difficult to fill the blank with correct spell.


→Write word on the board.


Students may be hard to product their own language (both speaking and writing).


→Encourage students even speak or write one word and keep reminding making mistakes is natural.


Some students finish earlier than others.


→Let them discuss with a person who finish also.


Time is short.


→Skip post-activity and give students it as homework.
