The five Olympic rings represent the five parts of the world involved in the Olympics and were designed in 1912, adopted in June 1914[4] and debuted at the 1920 Antwerp Olympics.

The symbol of the Olympic Games is composed of five interlocking rings, coloured blue, yellow, black, green, and red on a white field, known as the "Olympic rings". 

The Modern Olympics were first held in 1896 in Athens, Greece. They were started by a rich Frenchman, Baron Pierre de Coubertin

The distance of the marathon race is 26 miles 385 yards or 42.19 km.
The rings on the Olympic Games flag represent the five continents (Africa, America, Asia, Australia and Europe) of the world. North and South America are considered as one continent, and Antartica is not included. The colors of the five rings are blue, black, red, yellow and green.

The Summer Olympic Games have been held every 4 years starting 1896, the exception being 1916, 1940 and 1944 when the games were cancelled due to World Wars.

Bronze is an alloy of copper and tin.

The 2012 Olympics will be held in London, the capital of the United Kingdom.
The USA has won 895 gold medals from the inception of the Olympic Games till the start of the 2008 Beijing Olympics.
