	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students will read the realia and worksheets.

- Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s demonstration and the conversation of classmates.

- Speaking: Students will practice by answering their worksheets and sharing group work with other students.

- Writing: comment worksheet #2




	Language Systems:

· Phonology: drilling of  pronunciation and intonation related with the content.

· Lexis: none to discuss

· Grammar: the explaining of WH questions.

· Function: the correct use of WH questions in appropriate situation.

· Discourse: doing group work by answering the blank of worksheet.




	Assumptions:

· Students already have known about WH questions.

· Students have confused the right usage of WH questions.

· Students already have known the style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Students can follow the teacher’s instruction and speak English but not very well.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand the rules of grammar.

→ Teacher  gives students more examples.

· Students may not know the instructions well

→ Teacher  suggests  students CCQs again.

· If it is necessary for students to have more time in finishing activities

    → Teacher gives students more time to finish their activities.

· If  Students finish their work earlier 
→  Teacher gives students  more tasks or SOS activity prepared.

OK, then, let’s start today’s lesson.

Do you guys heard of WH questions?

Today, I’ll explain grammar skills of WH questions to you.

	Students listen carefully and guess  the usage of WH questions.
	T: You guys have to get to know these points in this class. 

First, do you know how to use WH question? 

Secondly, when do you use it?

Guess about this and answer it.

(Show students the realia (Flash cards) and have individuals answer the questions.)

Before making a sentence, I’ll ask you some CCQs.

CCQ:

-What’s the point of today’s class?

-How much time do you have?

-What are you going to do?

-Will you work individually?

	Whole class
	Students guess the blank which teacher suggested and listen carefully to the explanation of teacher.

Students repeat 

and fix the sentence.
	T: OK, then, let’s start.

(After 2 minutes, have students share their sentence)

T: Did you finish?

Then, Tell us your sentence.

OOO, you go first & you guys take turn.

(After presenting sentences)

OK, you did a good job.

Now, let’s check the rules of WH questions.
A simple “YES” or “NO” answer just isn’t good enough for WH question. I want facts : times, names, place, reasons. SO I begin with words like when, where, who, why, what.

Time

where

Place

who

Person

why

Reason

what

Object/idea/action

Okay, now here’s an important thing to see. Look at the word order :

Helping 

Verb

Subjuct

Main

Verb

Did

Joe

Call?

When

did

Joe

Call?

(Teacher shows the flash cards on the board.)
See, the question word order is the same, yes, the same, in both a Yes/ No Question 

and an WH questions.

Except…. Ah, yes, an exception. If  the question word WHO is the subject of a question, you don’t use question word order – see, there’s no did :

Who called?
Then we’ll do lots of practice!

Where? Why? When? What?

You know them well. Let’s me ask you a question :

Where did you study English before you came here?

Another question, if you don’t mind :

Why you are studying English?
Oops! Again! Oh! My………it’s so easy to get question forms mixed up. The correct question, as I’m sure you know, is – 

Why are you studying English?
Okay, here’s worksheet. Let’s practice! 
( distribute the worksheet.)
