Guided Warmer Activity

I  have 2 pencils. This is a big pencil, and this is a small pencil.

To describe the difference between the two pencils, I can say, “This pencil is bigger.” Or “ This pencil is smaller.”
And remember that, frequently, when making a sentence, after comparative, you use the word “than”, but always.

So, I can say, “ This pencil is bigger than this pencil.” Or “ This pencil is smaller than this pencil.”
Today we’re going to learn about the comparative adjectives.

(Write today’s topic on the board)

“The comparative form for adjectives shows the difference between two things.”

Ⅰ. Recall
(attach two pictures on the board)

Which one is bigger?

(Ss answers)

Drilling
“When I read it, listen quietly and do not repeat. OK?”
