“Hello everyone, How are you today?” (Students greet back)
REVIEW
“Do you remember what we have learned in our previous class? We’ve learned about the base form of a verb.”
“Can you give examples of base forms of a verb?” (Call Students. Elicit and write on the board)
“The base form is the simplest form, it has no special ending; and it is the form listed in the dictionary. It functions as the present tense.”
CONTEXTUALIZATION
“Does anyone here enjoys listening to KPOP? If so, who is your favorite singer? Any favorite Girl group or Boy Group?”
(Try to elicit Bigbang)
“Who is your favorite Bigbang member?” (Elicit. Hopefully someone will mention TOP.)
“Would you like to see his picture?” (Show picture of TOP)

Guided Warmer Activity
“Look at this picture.” (Show 2 pictures of TOP).

I. RECALL
“Who is the guy in the picture?”
“Now make 3 groups, and discuss with your group the comparisons. You have 5 minutes to work with your group, and afterwards we’ll discuss it as a whole group.”
CCQ:
· Are you working alone?
· What are you suppose to do?
· How much time do you have?
(Let students discuss, and monitor discreetly. After 5 minutes let groups take turns in telling their comparisons.)
(Hopefully students will use “used to”)
Write details on the board.

II. REFLECT
Good job class!
“TOP used to be fat when he was in high school.”
“He used to wear very big jeans.”
CCQ to check students understanding about the grammar point.
CCQ
· Is TOP thin now? (yes)
· Was TOP fat once? (yes)
· Does he wear very big jeans until now? (no)
Write “When I was a child, I used to…” on the board and ask a student to finish the sentence.
“Can anyone complete this sentence…?”
Give Example: 
When I was child, I used to fight with my siblings. (Affirmative)
(Call on a student to complete the sentence)
How do you make this into a negative form?
How do you make this into a question?
Give example and Explain to students the question form and negative form.
When you were a child, Did you use to fight with your siblings? (Question)
When I was a child, I did not use to fight with my siblings. (Negative)

“What do you see in the form of this sentence?” (Let students answer and write the part/form of speech)

Negative: didn't use to + (infinitive) base form of verb
Question: Did + subject + use to

III. CONCLUDE
Meaning
Good job! We have just learned how to use “used to” in a sentence.
Let’s see TOP’s (now) photo again…
· Is TOP still fat? (no)
**TOP is not fat anymore. He was, before. But no longer is, now. This is something that was true but no longer is.
· Did he wear very big jeans once? (yes)
**He regularly wears big jeans before. Now, he wears skinny jeans. Habits or actions that happened regularly in the past, no longer happens now.
Give 1 more example.
I used to bake cake every weekend.
CCQ to check Students understanding.
CCQ
· Did I bake once? (yes)
· Do I bake until now? (no)
Form
Explain and discuss to the class the form and structure.
**If Affirmative (Positive) sentence, we write S + used to + base form of verb.
(write on the board)
**If Negative sentence, we write S + didn’t use to + base form of verb
(write on the board)

**If Question, we write Did + S + use to
(write on the board)
· when there is did in the sentence, we say use to (without d) 
· when there is no did in the sentence, we say used to (with d)

Elicit Nouns/Subjects and verbs from students to complete the table.
