· Personal Aim: I want to improve my eliciting, CCQs and speaking pace.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having conversations about the topic and presenting in the front of the class.
· Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to their classmate’s sharing and the teacher’s instruction. 
· Reading: Student’s will practice reading by reading the dialogue and their worksheet.
· Writing: Student’s will practice writing by writing their dialogue and filling in their worksheet.

· Grammar: None to discuss.
· Lexis: Students will know the meaning of starter, main course, dessert, waiter and customer.
· Phonology: Students will practice /t/, /r/ sound.
