	Aims:

· Main Aim : To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students listen to a ‘Trick or Treat’ description for dictation.
· Secondary Aim : Students will practice listening by listening to a music titled ‘Monster Mash’ to fill in the blanks of a worksheet, listening to a description about trick or treating from the teacher for dictation and board racing for matching vocabulary with the definition about Halloween.
· Personal Aim :  I want to improve my teaching pace, timing, CCQs, and eliciting.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking : Students will practice speaking by discussing with their classmate.
· Listening : Students will practice listening by listening to music and teachers reading.
· Writing : Students will practice writing by writing the details of the teachers reading.
· Reading : Students will practice reading by reading the description out loud.


	Language Systems:

· Function : Writing details of the description.
· Phonology : Practicing /h/,/t/ sound by reading.
· Grammar : Fill in the blanks with missing verb.
· Lexis : Tombstone, wand, warlock, gruesome.
· Discourse : None to discuss.


	Assumptions:

· Students know the meaning of the Halloween and Trick or Treating.
· All students are intermediate.
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.
· Some students have experience in trick or treating.


	Anticipated Problems:

	Solutions:



	Students may not follow the passage easily.
	Follow the feedback circle: let students listen to the teacher’s reading again.

	Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
	Chunk the listening.(pause-play-rewind)

	Students may need more time to work on the word match.
	If it takes long, cut the answer checking by verbally sharing the answers instead of writing on the board.

	If time is short.
	Cut the post activity discussion short and only ask 1 student.
