	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve their reading skills by reading a story titled ‘You’ve Won’.

· Secondary Aim: Students will practice reading by matching vocabularies with their meanings, reading a story titled ‘You’ve Won’, asking and answering questions on the board and making their invitation cards.

· Personal Aim: I want to improve my teaching pace, time management and timing.



	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having conversations to match the words, answering questions about the topic and sharing with the class.
· Listening; Students will practice listening by listening to their classmate’s questions about the topic, sharing and the teacher’s instructions.

· Writing: Students will practice writing by writing an invitation card.

· Reading; Students will practice reading by reading a story, questions and their received invitation card.




	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Students will know the meaning of the envelope, invite, cruise and argue.
· Function: Students will make an invitation card.

· Phonology: Students will practice /w/, /h/ sound by reading questions.

· Discourse: None to discuss.

· Grammar: None to discuss.




	Assumptions:
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Students know the meaning of the holiday.

· Students have experience about going to a vacation.
· Students know what an invitation card is.




	Anticipated Problems:
