	Procedure:
Greetings:
“Hello class, is everybody having a good time? I guess you are all tired from the whole day of class. But to make the atmosphere better I have prepared something interesting to share with the class. 
Eliciting:

“So, I would like to ask you. You know how politicians and company CEO’s talk in a very unique style. They have a way to talk without addressing who is actually doing the action. For example phrases like, mistakes were made. Let’s see….who do you think made this mistake? 
Introducing today’s topic:
“So now, since we get a glimpse of how CEO’s and politicians talk. Let’s try to find out if we can also learn how to talk the way they do.”



	Pre-Activity 

	Materials: Whiteboard, Markers, Sticky tape, Picture materials, Realia

	Set Up

Whole class

	Procedure:
Do: (Guided Warmer Activity)
“So, right now, I would like the whole class to guess who made what I am holding in my hand? And if you know who made the item that I am holding please raise your hand to answer”
CCQ: 

1. So what are you going to do?

2. If you know the answers then what are you going to do? 

Show realia
“So does anybody know who made this?” (hold up a Harry Potter book)
-Give students time to look at the realia. (10sec)

-Call on the students who raised their hand or on one of the students who know the answer. Have them answer one of the realia’s.
-If the student is right. Write the correct answer on the board. 

-If the student is wrong. Tell the correct answer and then write on the board. 

Ex, Harry Potter is written by ________

“So does anybody know who made this?” (hold up a light bulb)

-Repeat the same routine for all of the realia’s. 
DO NOT ERASE THE BOARD

	Procedure:
Recall:
“So did everybody enjoy that?”
Harry Potter is _written by_______
Light bulb is __made by____________

(Already on the board)
“So I am going to write some more of the sentences on the board and I want you to tell me the answer.”
Write the sentences on the board.

Romeo and Juliet is _written by__________
Mona Lisa is made by ____Leonardo da Vinci

Elicit:

“What do you think I should write at the very end?”
-Subject. YES

Check Answer:
“What is the answer? Yes, it’s Shakespeare and Leonardo da Vinci.
Reflect:
 “So, could anybody tell me the “doer” of the action in the sentence 1?”

“Yes, it’s Shakespeare who is the do-er.” (point to the sentence)

“How about sentence 2? Who is the do-er in that sentence? –Yes, it’s Leonardo da Vinci.” (point to the sentence)
“How about for the Harry Potter and how about the light bulb?” –Yes, tell the answer.
“Could anybody tell me by hearing ; (WRITE ON BOARD)

Shakespeare wrote the play vs. the play was written by Shakespeare, what kind of difference is there in the 2 sentences.”

(If nobody can answer. ~의해 elaborate in Korean)
How about for the rest of the sentences, I could I change this form? 
(Active form)

Check answer:
-Edison invented the light bulb. 

-Leonardo da Vinci made Mona lisa.

-Shakespeare wrote Romeo and Juliet. 

“You can kind of feel that the 1st sentence is direct while as the 2nd sentence is a bit less strong or motivated.”
Conclude:

①Form

“Let’s see, till now what we’ve been working on was to understand the grammar of ‘passive voice’ form.”
“Normally we can divide into 2 types of sentences. An active voice and a passive voice. In the active voice, the subject of the sentence takes the action of the verb. In the passive voice, the subject of the sentence receives the action, not the actual “doer” of the action.” Write the graph below.
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<Substitution Table>
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<Situational Drill> show the picture too.
“I have a table drawn out for you, I am going to read them once and when I finish I want you to repeat the sentences after me.”
CCQ: So, what are you going to do? –Listen and then repeat.

-Hand out the table.
-Speak out all the sentences in the table while showing the pictures.
“Now listen and Repeat after me.”
-Now I will pick students individually for them to read one of the sentences in the table. 

-Choose 5 studuents to repeat.

②Meaning

“Ok, great we now understand the usage of passive voice.”
“To summarize what we’ve learnt today.”
CCQ:  show the picture too
Did Stephan King write the book? <Y>
Were the moons of Jupiter discovered? <Y>

Is the cave painting being painted today? <N>

Did Alfred Nobel invent the dynamite? <Y>

Did Charles Dickens write books <Y>
Practice:

Controlled:

-Instruction

 “Now, to naturally exercise what we’ve just learnt, I have this jeopardy game for you. For this game there is a slight change in the rule. I want you to raise your hand if you know the answer to a certain picture and then if I call on you. I want you to say which candy you are going to try to guess. ” 

“If you guess right, the candy is yours”
“If you guess wrong you don’t get the candy and also another student can have a chance to answer that picture you chose”
CCQ:

“So, what are you going to do if you want to guess an answer?”  
--Hold out hand.
Show the jeopardy board
-Give time for the students to look at the board.

-Call on the students who raised their hand or on one of the students who know the answer. Have them answer one of the pictures from the jeopardy board. 

-Repeat the same routine for the whole game. 

(-If there are some pictures none of the students know the answer too, leave it to the very end. Reveal the answer)
Check Understanding: go through each picture( speak out the answer.
Less Controlled: 

“So, did everybody like the candies? How was the game? Was it hard?”
-Instruction

 “Before we move on, I have prepared this worksheet for you guys. In this worksheet I have selected few vocabularies, what I want is for you to complete the sentence using a passive voice form.”
“You will work alone and I will be giving you 2 mins”
(Hand out worksheet)

(Demonstration)

“Before we start lets try one together.”
“Lets do the first one ‘Rice’, how would I make this in a passive voice sentence? Yes, Rice was made by farmers. OK lets do the rest”
CCQ:

Are you working alone? –Yes
How many minutes do you have? –2 mins

What form are we going to be using when asking? –passive voice form.

Check Feedback

“OK, lets share the anwers”
-Go through each answer. Have the other student correct them if they are wrong.

	Procedure:

Free production instruction:
-Instruction

“Now I am going to do our last ‘show & tell activity’. In this section I want you to share one thing that you have with you today and share it with the class using in the ‘passive voice’ form. It can be anything from what you are wearing or even a picture you have saved in your smart phones. You will have 3 mins.”
(Demonstration)

“Before we start let me share one of mine.”
“I have this wedding ring I want to share with you. This ring was given to me by my husband when we got married. It was in given to me as a promise of etnernity love.”
CCQ:

Are you working alone? –Yes
How many minutes do you have? –3 mins
What form are we going to be using when asking? –passive voice form.
(Monitor actively and participate with the student that seems to need help)
(Give time warning. “you have 1 minute left”)

Check Feedback
“OK, lets have  students share their work”
(Go throuhg the whole students who have finished writing their worksheet to share their work)
“Repeat the correct passive voice form a student used in their sentence.”
(For al of the students who shared their answers)
Conclude lesson
“OK so today we’ve learnt about ‘passive voice’.”
“So, now since you all know when to use this grammar form. In situations where you don’t want to address who is actually doing the action. I advise you to use the ‘passive voice’ form.”
“For those students who have not finished your post-activity worksheet please finish them at home, for those who have, you have no homework”
“Good work class! See you all tomorrow!”

The Passive voice








Materials:


-Picture images, Realia, whiteboard, marker, sticky tapes, Jeopardy board, one flash card


-Grammar practice stage ‘less controlled’ worksheet 15 copies


-Substitution Table 15 copies





Aims:


-Ss will be able to predict the use of ‘passive voice’ throughout the realia section of the class. 


-Ss will be able to understand the structure and form of ‘passive voice’ throughout the teacher’s grammar explanation and jeopardy board exercise. 


-Students will be able to maximize STT throughout practice stage activity.


-Students will be able to practice speaking and listening ability throughout the whole class discussion. 








Language Skills:


Reading: Practice by reading worksheets


Speaking/Listening: Practice by speaking and listening in class instructions, demonstrations, group work, main activity and drilling exercises. 


Writing: Practice writing during lesson worksheet and homework assignment. (Less controlled)





Language Systems:


-Phonology: Learn the pronunciation of the new vocabulary 


-Lexis: Learn the new types of vocabulary. 


-Function: Individual discussion during class activity.


-Grammar: The use of ‘passive voice’.





Assumptions:


-Students already know about the ‘passive voice’.


-Students already know how to play the ‘Jeopardy game’. 


-Students are used to in-class activities. 


-Students know how the ‘drilling’ and the ‘CCQ’ method works.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Students will enjoy the activity. 


-Students may not understand the grammar explanation. 


( Will be addressed more clearly through the main activity and the class worksheet.


-If there isn’t enough time in the jeopardy game.


( Try to minimize the ‘less-controlled’ worksheet time. (Sentence completion worksheet)


-There may not be enough time to complete the ‘Free production’.


( Have the students do the rest of the work at home for homework. Only have few students share their work.


( If there is more time, have the whole class share their work.
