	Aims/Objectives:
-Students will predict the meaning of the Should past form “I should have” by watching and listening to one direction’s song, “I should have kissed you”
-students will know the form of the “Should have” by substitution table and teacher’s talk.

-students will practice the “Should have” form by answering concept check questions and completing the two worksheets.

-students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing their ideas in a group

Hello everyone, how is you day going so far?

Review

Do you guys still remember what we have learned last class? We learned basic modals. For example. “Should, could, would etc.”
Cindy, should I continue in teaching?
(she answers) 

Yes, I should. “Should” talks about what I need to do or is a good idea to do or future event that I’d better do. Or it can be an advice.
Contextualization

Does anyone here like cute American boy bands? If so, who do you like? (Try to elicit  one direction and write their name on the board, if they cannot guess(because they are not so popular), give the answer)

Have you ever heard one direction’s song? If so what?
(Listen to their responses. Hoping some students know it. If not, tell the song)

Would you like to see a music video of cute boy bands? Ok, let’s see it.

	Procedure 
1. Guided Warmer Activity

When you watch the video try to remember the story you hear. You might need to pay attention to the lyric as the music video has not so much content. Actually not at all.  So, please try to listen to his story.
CCQs”:

-What do you need to do when we watch?

(Play video and let students watch. Let them listen carefully on the important part [just before when they sing. “I should have…”])
2. Recall

Did you like the song? What is the title of the song? (SS answer)

The song is “I should’ve kissed you” by one direction Now I want you to make three groups and discuss what happened in the song. Try to discuss the whole story starting for the beginning. I’ll give you 5 minutes and after when you finish your discussion, we will work it as whole.
CCQ
How much time do you have?

What will you discus?

(Monitor discretely. When they finish discussing, let each group tell what they have got from the video)

3. Reflect

Excellent, now can you tell me why one direction were saying “ I should’ve  kissed her” in his song?

(Try to eliciting more questions from students to pull out the rules of meaning of the “Should have” Some possible questions: Is he still with her? Did he take his chance? Does he proud of what he has done? -)
(The rules to try to elicit are the followings: Things already happened, and when certain person or situation regretful. People express their regret by using “should have” )
Can anyone complete this sentence “I should have………” from any lyric of the song?

(let a student answer and finish the sentence of the board)

What do you see in the form of this sentence?

(Let students tell of each word and write the part of speech/form under the sentence using another color marker)

4. Conclude

Meaning
Awesome job! We have just learned how to say “should have” 
(Write should have on the board)

OK. Let’s talk about the meaning of the title again. (write should past from )
Is he happy about things already happened?
Does he want to go back to change things?

He is in not happy in his situation now. But there is no way go back to the moment and fix his action. He has lost the chance by mistake.
So he have used I “should have” to express his regret in his action

For example, If I did not eat lunch and I feel so hungry now , I would say ,  “ I should have ate lunch today”
Like this, this form is used to show your regret.

CCQ) 

Did I eat lunch?( no)
Am I happy to not eat?(no)
Will I eat lunch if I can go back? (yes or no)

Should past form should (modal)  +have (auxiliary) +verb (in past)
(write down the form  I + should+ have + V (past) )
Ok, did you guys notice anything? 

The verb it follows are past always in the past
Since it is describing you regrets, things have already occurred, therefore the verb that follows have needs to be in the past tense.

And the speaker should tell what she/he could have done something better to make the situation better. Then other partner who were listening, give your advice using “you should have”. Then switch. I will give you 5minitues
Demonstration)

For example, if I were partner with Do-in, I will tell her my regretful moment. “I had dog who lived with me for 4 years when I was in university. She was the only family I had but I had to give her away when I left Canada. I should have kept her. I should have brought her with me.”  Then Do-in might tell me, “you should not have anyone take your dog” to me. Then we switch.
