	Aims:

• Ss will be able to practice the present progressive tense while questioning other Ss of their actions during role-play. (Grammar)

• Ss will work cooperatively in a group by role-play. (Group Dynamics)

• Ss will learn vocabulary related to dialogue. (Vocabulary)

• Ss will be able to speak fluently by role-play. (Communication)


	Language Skills:
• Listening: teacher’s elicitation, teacher’s examples of vocabulary, background information of buying things, Other Ss’ responses to role-play, other Ss opinions in discussion
• Reading: Dialogue at the market 
• Speaking: Role-play

• Writing: answering worksheets


	Language Systems:
• Function: asking information, giving information

• Lexis: expensive, reduce

• Discourse : expressions at the market

• Grammar: present progressive tense


	Assumptions:

• Some Ss may already know the vocabulary to present.
• Ss enjoy doing role-play.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

• Students may not be able to understand vocabulary.
→ Explain with antonym

• Ss may try getting into groups during role-play.

     →monitor and split Ss up who is doing this.

• Some Ss may not be active in the role-play.

     → encourage S by asking her experience of buying things.
• Ss take longer to complete their task than expected.

	Procedure:
T: Hello, everyone, how are you doing today?

S: Answer

T: Pick 2 or 3 students and ask their feeling today.

S: Answer (answer will be various)

T: I am fine, either. Thank you!

Explain Today’s Lesson Direction through Eliciting

T: Show the picture. What do you see in this picture?

S: Answer will vary (example: shop, women, clothing, etc.)

T: Right. What are they doing?

S: They are looking at clothes, buying, choosing clothes, etc.

T: Where are they?

S: They are at the shop, store, etc.

T: Now, when you enter the shop, which expressions will the clerk say?

S: May I help you? 
T: If you buy a hat, which expressions will you say to the clerk?

S: I am looking for a hat.

T: A hat that shows the clerk to you wants to buy, which expressions will you say the clerk?

S: How much is it?
T: If the prices is too high, what do you do? What would you say to the shop owner or clerk?

What expression would be good to say the price is expensive?

S: Answer will vary (example: reduce price, discount, etc.)

T: Write key answers on the board.

T: Absolutely correct. If we want to buy something at the store, and if the price is quite expensive, we will ask shop owner or clerk to give us a discount or reduce the price. There are several useful expressions of asking for reducing a price as follows.

Write the following expressions under the student’s key answers.

1. Can you  reduce   the  price?

2. Can you give me a discount?

3. Can you reduce, decrease the price?

T: Do you know what word fits in the first blank?

S: Students don’t know.

T: Write down (knock down, cut down and come down on) ,
and what is in the second blank? Write down (decrease).

T: Ask opposite expressions of reducing the price. Students will say “increase, raise the price” Write key words next to the main concepts on the board.

 T: Pick 3 students and make them read each sentence. Very good job. Now I will give you handout, you read it and write your own story. You will be give 3 minutes. It is an individual work.

	Procedure

T:  Now, look at the paper. Distribute handouts to students and explain the activity procedure and read example the story.

T: All right. Let’s start doing work. 3 minutes are given to students and while students are working, teacher monitors students by checking their writing and walking in the classroom.

3 minutes later

Writing story for topic word and Vocabulary checking

T:  Do you finish writing your own story?

S: Yes.

T: Who needs more time?

S: Nobody.

T: Well, then let’s see all of your work! Pick 1 student and let her read own story.

S: Answer.

T: Pick next student and ask question again.

Same procedure, 1 or 2 times, ask the whole class what the previous student’s story was about in order to check class’s focus on the activity and good participation.

T: Very good job! Now, class! Pay attention. Please.

	I will hand out other worksheet. This is a pair work. 

I want you to make a dialog with your partner using various expressions you learned today for asking price discount depending on the situation you will have to do. Use your creative imagination. You will have 4 minutes to make a dialog with your partner.

CCQ

-How long will you work on making a dialog?

T: Very good. Now, you can start. Distribute work sheets to students. When teacher distribute papers, make sure that students understand what they have to do exactly through clear direction. 

CCQ

-Are you finished?

-Do you have more time to make a dialogue?

T: After dialog is made, you and your partner will practice Role Play for 3 minutes. So, decide your own role. And then you will share your conversation with the whole class. Is it making clear to all of you?

CCQ
-After making a dialog, what will you do?

-How long?

-After practicing role play, what will you do?

Improvising dialog for Speaking Practice 3 minutes are given to students and while students are working for dialog and practicing role play, teacher checks whole class and walks around the classroom. During the procedure, inform students of time left.

Doing Role Play for Speaking Practice & Discussion

T: Pay attention please, time is up. Let’s have a very interesting time of listening to your creative dialog! I am very excited.

T: Point 1at group and ask to do its own role play.

S: Do its role play.

T: Ask the whole class’s opinion what this situation is about. What sort of conversation is this?

T: Call next group.

S: Role play.

T: Ask the whole students what they just listened from previous group for checking their careful listening and active participation.

Same procedure to the final group.

T: Very good job! Well done.

Wrap –up for Review

T: Now, class! What did we learn today?

S: Expressions for asking price discount.

T: Let students read expressions on the board again.

T: It’s time to close our class now.
