	Procedure:

1. Do
> Guided warmer activity
- We are going to watch a short video clip about students playing arm wrestling. When you watch the video, try to remember the story and pick some sentences that the students said. You don’t need to memorize whole story. 

CCQ

- What is the video clip about?

- Do you have to memorize whole story?

(play the video clip)

2. Recall

- What did you see? / Where are the students in?

3. Reflect
> Elicit meaning
- Good! Now can you tell me about the video? In the video, the students discovered the differences and similarities between each other. Does it mean they are comparing each other?

 After the game, what did they say? Jimin won the game!

(If nobody answers, say “Jimin is……”)
- To compare height, what did they say? / To compare size? / To compare power? 
(While they are saying sentences, write some on the board.)
> Form

- What do you see in the form of this sentence? (Let students tell of each word and write the part of speech/form and under the sentence using another color markers.)
4. Conclude

- The important form in comparative is adjective transformation. Some adjectives change regularly such as tall / taller, strong / stronger, fast / faster.
- But there are some exceptions. If the adjective ends vowel plus consonant, one more consonant should be added. For example, big / bigger, fat / fatter, thin / thinner.
- For the adjectives which have more than three syllables, they usually don’t end with ‘er’. You can add ‘more’ before the adjectives such as expensive / more expensive.

- The last exception is for the adjective good and bad. There is no rule for them, just change the form. Better for good and worse for bad.

<Drill>
- Now you are going to listen first. Please don’t say anything just listen carefully.

(Teacher will read those sentences)

- Good, this time you will repeat after me all together.

(Teacher will read some sentences and students will repeat)

- Now I will call some students and the person will finish the sentence.

(Call up some of them and let them finish sentence.)

> Meaning

- Great job! We have just learned comparative form. Ok, let’s talk about the meaning of sentences again. This form is used to compare two things. Using adjectives, many things can be compared such as height, size, amount, strength.
CCQ
- My pencil is longer than anybody’s. Which one is mine?
(show students some pictures to answer CCQ)

- Tina can jump higher than Shiny. Who is Tina?

- My purse is expensive than yours. Which one is my purse?
5. Prepare

- Let’s move on to the next activity. We are going to play game to practice what we have just learned.

	Procedure:

1. Controlled practice 
> Instruction

- You will be divided into two groups of 7 and each person of the group has a number. 1, 2, 3,…, 7. Only the person who has the number I say can answer. If you know the answer, stand up and shout.

> Demonstration

- This is a practice, look at the screen. When you say correct answer, your team will collect coins. Also, you can get some items that make you can steal some points from other team but be careful sometimes there will be enemies that make you lose whole points.
This is the first question. Number one student can answer, if you know please stand up.

- Good job! Now we will start. We will play 7 questions. I will pick the first question then the winner team will pick the second question.
> ICQ

If you know the answer, what would you do? (Stand and shout)
Can you shout answer anytime? (N)
How many questions will we play? (7)
(Finish 7 questions and move on to the next activity)

2. Less controlled practice

> Instruction

- You did great job. Now I will give you similar pictures but they have some differences. In pairs, you are going to compare the two pictures.

> Demonstration

- Look at this picture. I’d like to compare apples. The apples of A are bigger than B’s. I will give you 3 minutes to find differences. Please write down some sentence below the picture.
> ICQ

Will you circle the differences between two pictures?(N)

Are you working alone? (N)

If you find the differences, what would you do? (write the sentence)

> Feedback

- Is there anybody still working? (If yes, give them 30 more seconds)

Now, let’s share your sentences.

 (Let students say the answers and ask students their agreement)

	Procedure:
1. Free practice
> Instruction

- Now, let’s think of ideal husband and wife among celebrities. Please name any of them. (Students will say some names of celebrities and write the names on the board) I’m sure you have reason to marry him/her. Please compare them. Anything is OK. But remember you cannot use same adjectives that already mentioned. 

> Demonstration

- Let me make a sentence first. I would like to marry 이민호 because his eyes are darker than others. I will give you 1 minute to think about it. Then when I say start, shout your name first and say the sentence. You should be hurry. Others may say the adjective that in your mind.

>ICQ

Are you working pairs?

How much time do you have to think about it?
When I say start, what do you have to shout first?

>Feedback

- Well done, student. We just shared your ideal husband and wife. When you have to make a choice, you may compare them. Comparing is in our daily life. Please remember expressions what we studied today.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 





Students may not understand instruction easily.


→ Explain slowly with gesture and demonstrate the instruction again.


Students may difficult to find right answer.


→Write word on the board.


Students may be hard to product their own language (both speaking and writing).


→Encourage students even speak or write one word and keep reminding making mistakes is natural.


Some students finish earlier than others.


→Let them discuss with a person who finish also.


Time is short.


→Skip post-activity and give students it as homework.
