	Materials:

-7 copy each of different pictures. (altogether 14 copies)
-Whiteboard & markers.



	Aims:

-Student will be able to practice the progressive tense while questioning other students what is different in the picture they have.
-Students will work actively in pairs trying throughout the activity of, ‘how many parts of the pictures are different’.
-Students will practice key vocabulary of household goods and actions throughout the task preparation stage. 
-Students will be able to speak fluently by giving their opinions of what is different in the picture they are holding.



	Language Skills:

-Listening: Listening to other students & listening to the teacher’s instructions.
-Speaking: Asking for information and answering questions.



	Language Systems:

-Function: 
Learn how to ask for information, give information. 
Questioning and answering question.
-Phonology: 
In post task activity when correcting pronunciation. 
-Lexis : 
Sneakers, MP3 player, Foot warmers, Coffee table, Sofa(couch)
-Grammar :
Present Progressive tense



	Assumptions:

-Some students may already know the vocabulary.
-Students will enjoy the activity. 
-Students are aware of the ‘picture difference’ activity.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students will not have enough time to guess all the different pictures.
( Give time warning. 
-Some students may not find the activity interesting
(Actively monitor the students, encourage in finding out more of the correct answers.

	Whole class
	Lead in <Greetings>
“So did everybody have a great week? Busy week? 
“I guess you are all looking forward to Christmas?” 

Elicit : (TT)
-What comes up to your mind when you first think of Living room?
-What does your family do when you get together in your living room?
-Do you have any pets?
-Does anybody live with their grandparents? 

Introduction : (TT)
“So today, we are going to find out some of the things that family members do when they are at home in the living room.

	Whole class
	TT:
“What kinds of words are used inside a dining/living room? 

Elicit Key Vocabulary : 
Sneakers (running shoes), MP3 player, Foot warmers, Coffee table, Sofa(couch)
(Show realia: Foot warmers, MP3…) 

CCQ: 
-What do you call running shoes in another word? –Sneakers.
-What is it you wear in the winter times to keep your feet warm? – Foot warmers.
-Where do you normally place the coffee table? – Near the sofa or reading chair. 

Expression Phrases: 
-What is she/he/grandmother/mother/sister doing?
-Where is the Sofa/TV/coffee table?

	Task Realization

	Materials : Whiteboard, Markers, Picture images 15 copies

	20 mins


	Whole class

Pairs
	Instruction:
“Now I am going to divide you into pairs. You will each get a picture but not all of the pictures are the same. Try to find out how many different pictures there are in the picture”.
“Please use the present progressive tense.”
“I will give you 7 mins.” 

CCQ:
Will you be working alone? No in pairs.
How many minutes do you have? 7 mins 

Monitor students actively, try to help the students who are having trouble. Actively take notes of commonly made grammar form mistakes.

	Post Task

	Materials : Whiteboard, Markers

	5 mins


	Whole class
	“So did everybody find out how many pictures are different?” 
(19 are different)
Feedback: 
-Have the students share the answer. 
-Take notes of in-correct grammar form. 

Language Focus:
-Write the error sentences students made on the board. 
-Let the students change it into a correct form. 

Conclude:
“OK class, you all did a great job. Enjoy your holidays”
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
