-Students will be able to speak fluently by giving their personal information (written in the card) to get to know each other.


	Language Skills:

Listening: Teacher’s explanation of vocabulary, elicitation, partner’s self-introduction, discussion.
Reading: background information, role card
Speaking: asking and answering during the date, discussion when selecting a mate

Writing: filling in profile worksheet



	Language Systems:
Function: Asking for personal information, giving self-introduction, to make impression

Phonology- correct pronunciation of names

Lexis: Appearance, mature
Grammar: revise adjectives to describe character.


	Assumptions:

-Students already know the basic vocabulary to present.
-Students enjoy having speed dating

-some students experience speed dating


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students may trying talk to each other’s when they are studying their role card
    -monitor and split students who is doing this

-Some students may not be active in the discussion
   -Encourage students by asking for his/her opinion of what other are saying.

-Students may go over time

   -keep giving time warning

	<Greeting and Brief Rapport>

(if anyone says yes, ask him/her when he/she did and reason for it. Was it a good experience? Will you do it again?)
<Introduction of Task>

(Write on the board ‘Speed Date’
T: Today we will be doing a speed date in the classroom. First I will give you some background information of speed date. Please read in 3 minutes individually.

CCQ

How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

(Background Information)
 Reading: The origin of speed dating
The concept of speed-dating originated in Los Angeles, California in 1999. It was invented by a rabbi to help singles in the Jewish community find a partner. Originally singles were given eight minutes together, to make an impression before moving on to the next potential partner. At the end of the rotation they wrote down who was hot and who was not, and in the case of a good match contact details were exchanged.

The concept was soon exported, and took off in London in 2000. The craze soon spread all over the UK, and spawned Speed Dating Agencies and an Internet Site for finding Mr. or Ms right. The eight minute limit is supposedly based on science. It is the time required for our hormones to tell us whether the person opposite us is a potential mate. In our increasingly busy lives, where traditional courtship rituals are disappearing this time limit has now been further reduced to only three minutes, about the same time it takes us to brush our teeth.

1. Role Play

<instructions>

As the reading passage has explained, speed dating is for singles who are trying to get a partner in a short time. It usually takes 3-8 minutes to learn and judge the others, and also to express yourself to the others I will be giving each of you a role card. Read and memorize your new personal information on the card. Do not show it anyone. When you are done studying yourself, please write down your profile. Try to come up with 3 loves, likes, dislikes, hates according to personal information written on your role card.  You have 3 minutes.

· Are you writing down about yourself in reality?

(Hand out role card and monitor discretely.)

2.  <instructions>
T: As I mentioned earlier, now we will have speed dating in a group. Before we start, I want to introduce some vocabulary and useful phrase you might need to use while having a speed dating.

<Vocabulary>

Write ‘appearance’ on the board)

T: Do everyone know what it mean? What does it mean? Right,  it means how you look. It’s your physical look, could be face or body.

CCQ: 

Does Psy have good appearance?

Does Song jung gi has bad appearance?

(Write ‘mature’ on the board)
T: Has anyone heard of this word? What does it mean? Right, it describes someone who is like adult and act, think like adult.
CCQ: 

Is Mathew mature?
Is our new president mature?

<Phrase>
“I’m looking for a person who…..”
“I’m interested in………..”
<Instruction continued>

T: Now we will do the speed dating. Only interview one person at a time for three minutes.  When you are done with one person, switch the partners. You will have 3 male and 3 female characters in your group, so you will be greeting with 3 different people. So you will have total 10 minutes.  If someone asks you a question that the information is not on the card, make up some answer related to your personal profile. 
CCQ:
-are you working alone?

-How much time do we have?

-Can you make up some of your answers?

T: Okay, you can start

(Discretely monitor Ss making sure they are following the rules and also jot down mistakes in language Ss use)

T: 3 minutes passed, switch your partner

T: another 3 minutes passed, get to your second partner
T:  3 minutes left, get to your last partner

T: alright, time is up. Can you pass me your role cards back to me? 

Seat with your group so we can have group discussion to select the mate.
