	Aims:

1. Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss talk about “Blind date”.
2. Secondary aim: Ss will talk about blind date by having Ss match idioms, do dictation, and engage in a speed dating.

3. Personal aim: I want to improve my time management.

  I want to adjust my teaching pace.

  I want to learn to give Ss more proper ICQs and CCQs.



	Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss will read idioms worksheets.
- Listening: Ss will listen to the speakers’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for.

- Speaking: Ss will talk about a picture of a couple on a blind date and pictures of four speakers finding their partners as their own prediction.
Ss will talk about themselves on a speed dating competition.

- Writing: Ss will dictate what they listen to the speeches of four speakers on the blind date profile sheets.

Ss will fill out their own blind date profile sheets for a speeding date.



	Language Systems:
- Lexis: idioms used in describing people: personalities and various situations
             (i.e. ‘jump on the bandwagon’- Just because it was a new trend, everyone at school jumped on the bandwagon and got the skinny jeans.)
- Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
- Grammar: relative clauses(usage of who)

- Phonology: none to discuss
- Discourse: informal language used for figurative speaking: idioms


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
- how the class is set up and run(there will be 4 Ss groups at each table)

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- most Ss have been on a blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

↔

Solutions
Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily.

↔

Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.

Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
↔

Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).
Ss may need more time to work on the idioms.
↔

Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of having Ss write them on the board.
If time is short.
↔

Cut the post-activity short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.
If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
↔

Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

Ask idioms they don’t know
	Eliciting:
-I will show a picture (a couple whose head in the bags) to the class and ask “what is it?” “What idea do you get?”
CCQ:
“In a blind date, are you meeting someone who you already know?”
“Blind date means, do you meet someone new?”
Ask Ss a question:

-Have you ever been blind date? (5~6 Ss)
Demonstration:
-I want on a date and “all hell broke loose”.

-What we call “all hell broke loose”?

-Can you tell any idiom you know? (5~6 Ss)

Grouping:
Blind/date

-“Blind” gets together in one side, and “Date” in the other side.

-Make 4 groups(each group has 4Ss)
Instruction:
-You guys have 8minutes. In 8 minutes, I’m going to have you guys work in groups to match a sentence with an idiom.
 ICQ
-What are you going to do?

-Are you working in groups or individually?

-How much time do you have?

Explicit ICQ
-I don’t want you start touching the rubber band before all strips go around.
-Are you going to touch the rubber band I give you?
-Are you going to start when I say “go”?

-(after finishing hand-out) and say “Begin”
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions. 

Time warning.

-3min more, 1min more, 30sec, 10sec, Time’s up.

-Be flexible with time. Give 1 min more if they need it.

Check answers: The Ss who is the tallest in each group has to write the answers on idioms worksheet. The Ss who is the shortest hair in each group has to present the answers on the board and the teacher checks them.
Ask Ss: Do you have any questions?

(distribute the listening worksheets)

Instruction:

Work individually. Listen to four speakers and fill out the profile sheet of speakers. 
ICQ:
-What are you going to do?

-Are you working individually?

Play track 1~4 
Monitor students’ work. Answer if students ask questions.
2. Listening for details
Instruction:

Work individually. Listen again filling out the profile sheet of speakers again. This time, Ss can pause, play, or rewind when they meet the spot they can’t catch correctly.
ICQ:

-What are you going to do?

-Are you working individually?
Demonstration:

-With captain, I will show the pause, play, and rewind by acting like a CD play.

Play track 1~4. If Ss say ‘pause’, ‘play’, or ‘rewind’, I will spontaneously do it.

Monitor students’ work. Answer if students ask questions.
3. Listening and understanding
Instruction:

-Make 4 groups (keep the group in pre-activity) 
-First group will read one script of speaker’s three sentences by one member. Members of rest three groups can take a note, while members of the first group are reading. 
ICQ
-What are you going to do?
-Are you working groups?
-Can you take a note?
Monitor students’ work. Answer if students ask questions.
Check the answer:
-All groups talk about the speakers’ characters one by one
-Distribute listening scripts of 4 speakers after activity for checking
Ask Ss: Do you have any questions?

Work in pairs. Students will introduce themselves to a person they face for 30 seconds. And change seats. Students will start when teacher say ‘start’.
Demonstration:
I will introduce myself (personality, age, occupation, residence, hobbies) and change my seat to my right side.
ICQ:
“What are you going to do?”
“How many seconds do you have to introduce yourself to one person?” 

“Are you going to work in pairs? 

“Are you going to start before I say ‘Go’?”
“Go”
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions. 

Time warning.

-5sec, 1sec, change up.

-Be flexible with time. Give 1 sec more if they need it.
Share Ss’ opinions.
Take 2~3 volunteers if running out of time.
