· Personal aim: I want to improve on my speaking pace and modeling.



	Language Skills:
· Reading : Students will read when they do making an introduction work.
· Listening : Students will listen to each other’s English in group activity.
· Speaking :Students will speak when students make an introduction together.
· Writing : Students will write down sentences making an introduction .



	Language Systems:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

Give demonstration and modeling one more time slowly. 
Students may need more time to work on making introduction.
If it takes too much time than expect, cut the making introduction work and share incomplete introduction. 
If time is short

Cut post-activity short and only ask 2~3 students to share their sentences.
If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

Ask as many students as possible about their drawing at the post activity.
