-To develop intensive listening skill by answering the guiding questions and doing the ticking off exercise to understand the details.


-To learn vocabulary related to house chores by listening to teacher’s explanation, answering concept check questions and seeing realia


-To practice speaking by discussing with group members

















Language Skills:





Listening: Listening to the dialogue


Speaking: Partner discussion and group discussion about men and women


Reading: guiding question, ticking off items, survey exercise


Writing: the boy’s diary





Language Systems:


Lexis: (dust, wipe, baseboard, sweep, mop, rake, weed)


Phonology: practicing new vocabulary


Function: Giving advice (have to, don’t forget to, be sure to)








Assumptions:





Students already know:


the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


all students are single and middle school students


students can speak and write in English but not very accurately


most students have done some chores at home





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


(Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content)


Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


(Chunk the listening: pause-play-pause-play)


If time is short


(Drop out partner answers checking time and go over the questions together) (Cut the pair discussion time short and move on to the group discussion right away)


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


(Ask as many students as possible about women and men’s house chores)


(Have the students argue about women and men’s chores)
