Misbehaving Students Punished with Mozart

A school in England is using classical music to cut down on students’ bad behavior.  The head teacher Brian Walker at the West Park School in Derby runs two-hour detention sessions after school on Fridays. He forces his students to listen to Mozart and other classical music. He also makes them copy his favorite poems and they have to watch educational videos. Mr. Walker says his main aim is to stop noisy pupils spoiling lessons for well-behaved students who want to study. He said the students staying behind are “not the smokers, the truants or the people who are late… It's those who have slowed the learning process in class for everyone”. Mr. Walker explained this was unacceptable “because it is robbing the rest of opportunities”.
Brian Walker believes the detention reminds students that education is something to value. "It helps them see they are part of something bigger that will enhance their life chances,” he said. The head teacher thinks students actually learn from being kept behind after school: "Hopefully, I open their ears to an experience they don't normally have and…don't want to have again, so it's both educational and acts as a deterrent." Music has had success elsewhere in reducing bad behavior. In 2004, it reduced crime on London’s subway by 25 per cent. Researchers from a Belfast university found it helped stop elephants misbehaving. However, one West Park student called Kieran said: “An hour of Mr. Walker's music is a real killer.”

Discussion worksheet (Teachers’)

The bad behavior of just one or two individuals in a group can affect the whole classroom atmosphere in a most negative way. Below we’ll have a look at 7 types of bad behavior. Find out probable causes and what we can best do to deal with such episodes if they arise. 
	Bad Behavior 1: Defiance
Observed
Talks back/laughs at teacher.
Appears unaffected by what teacher says or does-
Claims teacher is unfair
Has poor relationships with peers
Often emotional with little self control
Blames others.
	Bad Behavior 2: Making silly noises
Observed
Makes noises in the classroom such as humming, tapping the desk, whistling etc.
Pretends he is not the cause when asked to stop.
Gives the impression he is purposely trying to annoy the teacher.

	Bad Behavior 3: Abusive language
Observed
Loud, offensive, abusive to others in group situations yet often polite on 1:1 basis
Can’t accept criticism from others
Attempts to shock staff and impress peers
Likes to appear ‘streetwise’
Doesn’t form relationships with peers.
	Bad Behavior 4: Refusal to work
Observed
Draws, daydreams, and uses a variety of tactics to avoid work.
Frequently out of seat, wandering round the room.
Fails to bring equipment to class
Short attention span

	Bad Behavior 5: Disrespectful
Observed
Displays a total lack of courtesy towards staff
Frequently sneers, “tuts”, rolls eyes, mutters or gives looks of sheer disdain.
Totally ignores the teacher
Acts superior
	Bad Behavior 6: Silly class clown
Observed
Continually disrupts class with wisecracks and silly behavior

Will do or say anything to be in the spotlight.

Doesn’t know when to stop



	Bad Behavior 7: Interrupting
Observed
Shouting out

Making silly or rude comments

Trying to engage the teacher in off-topic conversations

Generally ignoring the teacher and talking over him/her

Aims:


Students will learn key vocabulary by completing worksheet.


Students will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question.


Students will improve scanning skill by answering detail questions.


Students practice speaking by sharing ideas in a group

Writing: details, completing  worksheet


Speaking: discussion in a group activity.


Listening: listening to Ts presentation, instruction, demonstration

Assumptions:


How the class is up and run  (there will be 4 student groups at each table)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


All students are 3rd grade in the middle school. (Boys $ girls mixed)


Most students have been interested in school punishment.


Ss can speak and write in English, but not fluently.  


Ss are used to working individually, pairs, and in groups of 3~4


Ss know how to skim and scan





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to pick up details from the text.


Give some help to answer the question.


Students may prefer to work individually.


 Ss need to be encouraged to work in pairs or join  group discussion.


Student may need more time to work on details questions.


If it talks longer than 7 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of presentation. If they still don’t know, give some help.


If time is short


Cut post-activity discussion short and give them an assignment.


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


Compare to punishment from other countries and discuss in a group.
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
