1. Learning the key vocabulary before reading text
 Key vocabulary :

 divorce, resource, efficiency, household
Presenting key vocabulary
1 divorce
· What is the opposite word of “being married”?
(ask questions to elicit the word “divorce”)

· Write the word “divorce” on the board.

· Repeat the word “divorce” once

· C.C.Q

: What do we call “the legal separation of a marriage’”?
2 resource
· What do we call “the group of oil, gas, water and electricity”?
(ask questions to elicit the word “resource”)

· Write the word “resource” on the board
· Repeat the word “resource” once.
· C.C.Q
: Are timber, silver, gold natural resources?
3 efficiency
· When you do and complete something without wasting time or effort or expense, we say “(              ) of work is high”. (Write this sentence on board)
What is the word in the blank? (guessing the word)

· Write the word “efficiency” on the board.
· Repeat the word “efficiency” once.

· C.C.Q

: Is the efficiency of the fuel high when it isn’t warm even though we put much gasoline on gas heater?
4 household
· What do we call “a social unit of people living together”? We call it “house              ”
· Write the word “household” on the board.

· Repeat the word “household” once.

· C.C.Q

: How many people in your household?

	Procedure:
1. Guiding Question
(Write the question on the board)

What will you do as you read?
Do you read with your partner?

How much time do you have?

2.  Reading for finding the main idea (skimming)
(Distribute the text “Divorce is bad for the environment”)

Now, let’s start reading. (1st Reading)

Feedback

Do you need more time to read?

(If yes – give 30 seconds extra reading time/

 If no – let students to share their ideas in groups)

What do you think about this question?

(Have all three groups answer)
3. Reading for understanding the details (scanning)

Instruction

You will have a worksheet. Look at the part A. only. There are true or false questions. Check true, false as you read. Then, look at the part B. There are some questions. Answer the questions as you read. It’s individual work. I’ll give you 3 min.
  Demonstration
  For example, if you think the first sentence is True, you draw a circle on ‘T’. At the part B, read and then answer the questions and fill in the blank.
  CCQ
What should you do?
How much time do you have?

Are you working with your partner?

(Doing the worksheet)
Feedback
Have you finished all questions?

(If no – give 30 seconds extra time/

 If yes – check the answers by letting students to say their answer and sharing answers together)

Divorce is bad for the environment








Materials:


15 copies of the text “Divorce is bad for the environment”


15 copies of worksheet for checking understanding the details


White board, board markers





Aims:


To be familiar with key vocabulary by listening teacher’s explanation and doing C.C.Q


To be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question


To improve scanning skill by answering worksheet for checking understanding the details


To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group





Language Skills:


Reading : reading text “Divorce is bad for the environment”/worksheet


Writing : answering worksheet for checking understanding the details


                  taking notes of group discussion


Speaking : sharing ideas in a group


Listening: listening teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration & classmate’s ideas





Language Systems:


Lexis : vocabulary in the text “Divorce is bad for the environment”


Discourse: understanding the content of the text





Assumptions:


 Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (there will be 5 students in one group, so there will be 3 groups in class)


The teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the lecture


All students are adults and level of students is intermediate





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not understand some words in the text


: Explain or elicit the meaning of the words if students ask the meaning of the words


  Explain or elicit the meaning of the words by using gestures or drawing pictures in some cases





There may not be enough time to complete the lesson


: Assign the post-activity discussion & writing task as a homework assignment





Students may need more time to do worksheets


: give students 1 min more to done it
