Aims:


- To get to know about plastic surgeries by reading the article issued this month.


- To learn reading related vocabulary words by going over key vocabularies before reading.


- To develop reading skill by skimming the reading to answer a guiding question.


- To develop reading skill by scanning the reading to answer detailed questions.











Language Skills:


Speaking:  - Ss will repeat the key vocabulary words.


                    - Ss will discuss the answers for the reading exercise as a whole class.


Reading:  - Ss will read the reading material (the article).


Listening:  - Ss will listen to what the other Ss will say. 


Writing:  - Ss can write down short answers  for the exercise worksheet.





Language Systems:


*Phonology: the sound of Lexis    			


*Lexis: key vocabulary words


*Function: the use of vocabulary words in the magazine article


*Discourse: the view of the matter in plastic surgery in these days








Assumptions:


- Ss may have been in the situation hoping to get plastic surgeries


- Ss know what plastic surgery is. Maybe some students have a depth of knowledge in   


  the area and they might share some with the class.


- Ss know my style of teaching ~ apart from a substitute teacher.


- Ss can speak, listen, read and write in English but not very accurately.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may have a slight different level in reading.


      ( I will monitor students discretely while they read and make sure they get more


          time if it is necessary.


- Ss may have difficulty with vocabulary in reading.


      ( I will go over the key vocabulary words, but I will answer other vocabulary


          questions if Ss ask.


- Ss may need more time in activities.


      ( Since the last activity is free production and major part of the PPP (Present 


          Practice Product).  I will make sure Ss have enough time to think about the


          question I give them before we share the answer as a whole group.
