	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If time is short -> Cut post activity short by asking only 1-2 students to share their sentences.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected -> Use S.O.S activity.

· Students may feel difficulty to understand new words related to solar system -> Show them a picture and explain about our solar planets.
· Students may take long time to finish their tasks -> Make them hurry by timing.
