- Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students talk about, “animals”.

- Personal aim: I want to improve my time management.



	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students will read on a worksheet of animals.

- Listening: Students will listen to the story of the tiger named Crane.

- Speaking: Students will talk about what they think about animals.

- Writing: Students will write the information they’ll gather.



	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

- most students have been to the zoo.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

- Students may need more time to finish their own sentences.
- Students may need more time to discuss
-If time is short

-If students finish their tasks earlier than I anticipated
- -Allow silence.
-If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
-Cut the post-activity short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions.
-Ask as many students as possible about their idea.

-Show Flash Cards of animals  to the class.

-Elicit Students the word animals; today’s topic.

“They are….., 

Do you know the movie named Kung Fu Panda?
What kind of the movie is it?

Yes, animation.

They are anima…., yes! Animals”
-Not only human beings but also animals could have a malformation.

A malformation in a person's body is a part which does not have the proper shape or form, especially when it has been like this since birth.

Creative grouping technique
-Write down the words “Malformation” on the board.

-Make a student read “mal”, next student reads “for”, next “ma”, next “tion”. So make students 4 teams.
- Who did say “mal”? Raise your hand! Please sit here. You 4 are going to be one group. And “for”? Please sit here. You 4 are going to be one group. And “ma” sit here. You 4 are going to be one group. “tion” please sit here. You 3 are going to be one group.
- Please arrange your seats to sit with your group members. You can move with your chair.

	Background information
(Show students pictures of tiger Crane)

-Well… I have a question. Do you know this tiger?

-His name is Crane. He was born in 2000 at the Seoul zoo. Crane was born with a congenital malformation of his face because he was the result of close(near) relation.
-A baby tiger is great for advertising the zoo because many people want to look, touch, and take pictures of babies of wild animals. 

 -When Crane was a baby tiger, people loved him and many people came to the Seoul zoo to watch him. But as he got bigger, people didn’t want him no more. 
- In addition, Crane didn’t have preserved its pure bloodline. That’s because as I mentioned, his mother and father were related by blood. 

-Finally, when he was 4, he was kicked out and went to the Dreamland. 

-The Dreamland had a financial crisis. It couldn’t provide food for its animals. So, Korean Society For Animal Freedom supported them a little bit.
