	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems
Solutions

-Students may need more time to work on filling the blanks
-Give 1 or 2mimutes and shorten the presentation time
-Students may have a hard time making a sentence with a past verb
-Let them see a list of irregular verb list or give some examples. 
-The time might be short.
-Shorten presentation time and only 1 or 2 students present
-Students may finish their tasks earlier than expected.
-Let them do SOS activities

This  is the basic rule for  making past tense. 
“Change the verb form.”
The verb form is devided  into regular and irregular.

In case of  the regular verb, you can just put “-ed” at the end of verb.

In case of the irregular verb, there are various past verb. So you have to memorize when you meet the different form. For example, look at this sentence ‘he lives in Korea.’ If you want to change into past form, you can change the form 

‘live’ into ‘lived’.
But in this sentence ‘She get up at 5 yesterday morning’, you have to change ‘get’ into ‘got’ because this is an  irregular form.

Cherry, can you read  this  sentence using the past verb?
(I will  give a chance to 6 students for changing 6 sentences)

(showing  the picture of Thomas Edison)

Who is he?

Does he live now? He passed away in 1931.
 [INSTRUCTION]

Now I will give you a biography of Thomas Edison and a list of irregular verbs. In this worksheet, there are many blanks. You have to fill in the blanks using the verb at the bottom of the paper with your partner. You can use a list of irregular verbs . I will give you 3minutes.
