	Materials:  -   picture of lion, pig, and dog
· Pets cloze work sheet
· Wall paper for animal role-play dialogue
· Blank paper, color pencils
· Drawing of unicorn, dragon, and imaginary animal


	Aims:

· Main aim: to enable students to improve their speaking by having them come up with dialogue of animals.
· Secondary aim: Students will talk about pets by students completing sentences of the worksheet, producing and presenting a dialogue of animals, and creating their own imaginary pets.
· Personal aim: I would like to improve on my time management and to be more confident in timing.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s example of dialogue, demonstration of imaginary pet, other students’ role-play presentations, and description of imaginary pets.
· Reading: Students will read quotes from animal related films.

· Speaking: Students will practice their speaking skills by presenting dialogues and features their imaginary pets.

· Writing: Students will write down their dialogues.


	Language Systems:
· Function: preparing and presenting a role play
· Lexis: fantasy, imaginary
· Discourse: dialogue
· Phonology: correct pronunciation of animal names

· Grammar: non to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Students may already know the name of animals
· Some students have had a pet.

· Students enjoy drawing during activity.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· If the time is short → make half groups present for main activity and only ask 1~3 Students to share details of their imaginary pet.

· If the number of students is odd, the students will not be able to pair up → make one group three students work together

· Elicit farm animals, wild animals and pets

· Write down farm animals, wild animals, and pets on board

CCQ

Grouping

Can you say ‘animal’, and (to the next person) ‘pet’ (make students say ‘animal’ and ‘pet’ by turns)? So, anyone who said animal, come to the left side of the class, and those who said pet, come to the right side of the class. Now three of you, three of you, three of you and four of you work together.

Instructions

Now, I’m going to give you a worksheet. For 2 minutes, I want you guys to fill in the blanks with the words in the box.

· Pick one person of each group to read 2 sentences to check the answers.
· Explain vocabulary if necessary

Now, Imagine that you are an animal at a zoo. And a millionaire came to the zoo to adopt only one of you as his pet and you have to compete with your partner animal to appeal the millionaire.  I will give you 5 minutes to create a short conversation as pairs. So ___ and ___ work together… (pairing)

Demonstration

So this is my example dialogue

(put a wall chart on the board)

· Lion: Please adopt me sir, I am strong so I will secure your home all the time.
· Rabbit: No, please choose me. I am cute and cuddly.
· Lion: Sir, you wouldn’t even know the rabbit exist because she’s too small and quiet.
· Rabbit: So, what? Don’t listen to whatever that lion says. He will eventually hurt you.
· Lion: I will eat you with only one bite if you don’t stop talking.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working as pairs?

How many minutes do you have?

Explicit ICQ

Now, pick one paper but I don’t want you to start before I say begin.

Are you going to start as you get the paper?
Okay, begin!
· Monitor discreetly

· Give time warning (3minutes, 1minutes, 30seconds, 10seconds), Times up!

· Ask groups for role play.

Instruction

Now I want you to take 3 minutes and draw your own imaginary pet and think about features that make it special. Also, you can give it a name.
Demonstration

· Show students drawing of my imaginary pet and introduce special skills it has.

For example, this is my pet Pasta. I call her Past because she has this curly hair like spaghetti. As you can see she is pink, and her tail beautifully shines so I never be afraid in dark.

· Ask students to present drawing and describe their imaginary pets to the class.
