	Aims:

- Main aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students talk about "blind date".

- Secondary aim: Students will talk about blind date by having students working on idiom worksheet, listening to three speakers’ dialogues and speed-dating activity. 

- Personal aim: I want to improve on my time management and eliciting.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to 3 speakers' dialogues.

- Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having speed-dating activity.

- Reading: Students will practice reading by working on idioms and Love & relationships cloze worksheets.

- Writing: Students will practice writing by dictating 3 speakers' dialogues and filling in the blank worksheet.


	Language Systems:

- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people's personalities and various situations.

- Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.

- Grammar: None to discuss

- Discourse: Idioms

- Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

- Students already know meaning of blind date.

- Some of students have been on a blind date.

- Some of students will find out some difficulties matching the idioms with right sentences.


	Anticipated Problems
	Solutions

	Students may find out difficulties of understanding some idioms.
	Work in pairs so then stronger students can help weaker students.  

	Students may feel hard to dictate while listening to 3 speakers' dialogues.
	Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play). 

	Time may not be enough for working on idiom worksheet.
	Give 1 more minute if it is so.

	If students finish their activity earlier than anticipated.
	Let some students to share about their idea for a good partner for life or do SOS activities.
