	Aims:

- Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students talk about "A deserted island".

- Secondary aim: Students will talk about a deserted island by having students working on matching activity, discussing what to bring on a deserted island and drawing activity. 

- Personal aim: I want to improve on my time management and voice inflection.


	Language Systems:

- Lexis: Some of counties’ capitals are used in the matching activity.
- Function: None to discuss
- Grammar: None to discuss

- Discourse: Students will use a sentence of “What would you take if you are on a deserted island”.
- Phonology: None to discuss


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to other students sharing about “a deserted island” activity.

- Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having discussions about what to bring on a deserted island.

- Reading: None to discuss.
- Writing: Students will practice writing by working on a worksheet for a deserted island activity.


	Assumptions:

- Students already know meaning of a deserted island.
- Most of students have travelled overseas.


	Anticipated Problems
	Solutions

	Students may find out difficulties on the matching activity.
	Work in pairs so then stronger students can help weaker students.  

	Time may not be enough for working on the matching activity.
	Give 30 more seconds if it is so.

	The post activity may take longer than anticipated.
	Ask less students than planned to share.
