· Now, let’s find out what children plan to do on Christmas

	Procedure:
T:  Before we listen to a recorder, let’s learn some new vocabulary
Instructions:  Review the vocabulary list using eliciting method.    If students are able to come up with each word, ask them to repeat each word once again.  (EXHIBIT 1)
T:  Now, we are going to check couple of key vocabulary:
sledding , particular, sneak, expect, generous, hide   
Instructions:  (EXHIBIT 2) 
T:  Now we are going to listen to the conversation.  Please try to find out what children are doing for Holiday. 
CCQ:  T:  What do you need to find out while listening to the conversation?
Instructions: After listing to the conversation (EXHIBIT 3): 
T:  Did you understand what they were discussing.  I will ask you several questions  (ask 4  comprehension questions by reading the questions to check students understanding in key messages)     

Instructions:   (EXHIBIT 4) 

T:  Good job.  Now, based on what we have listened, we are going to do vocabulary matching practice in each sentence.   We will divide into pairs.  Each group read and come up with the answers on the worksheet. I will give you 3 minutes to complete the task.  
Instructions:  Handout “Sentence and vocabulary Matching Exercise” worksheet to each student. 

CCQ:    Do you work on the questions alone?  What is the time limit? 
T:  Are you ready to do the exercise? 
T:   Are you done?   Let’s answer one by one.  What is the answer for Question #1. What do you think Group  #1?   (Repeat till Group 5 finishes).  
What is the answer for Q 6 ~ 8 (ask individual student to answer)?  
Instructions: (EXHIBIT 5) 
T: Let’s do one more exercise.  You are going to listen conversation one more time.  While listening, you need to fill out the blank using the word which we just practiced.      If you don’t catch word the first time, don’t worry as I will play it again. 
CCQ: How many times will you listen to the conversation?   
Instructions:

T: Are you done?  Do you need more time? 

Let’s check the missing word one by one.     Let’s exercise together.  I am going to play “new reporter” role.  All of you play “kids/students” roles.  Let’s begin.

Aims:    


To learn Christmas related vocabulary and activities by practicing vocabulary and sentence matching activities. 


To increase listening ability by repeatedly listening and to be able to speak what they have learned. 


To write down /fill out the blank with the vocabulary which they have learned. 


To be able to describe major holidays and major similarities and differences between Korean and American holidays. 


To be able to illustrate Christmas related activities 








Language Skills:





Listening:  Listen to the dialogue involving Christmas and major holidays. 


Speaking:  Name and describe Christmas activities people do in pairs.


Reading:   Practice vocabulary and sentence matching exercises. Practice conversation by role playing





Language Systems: 


Key vocabulary: Sledding, particular, sneak, expect and generous, Hide 


Function:  By matching vocabulary and sentences


Discourse: Students pair discussion on their plans for Christmas, role play with the teacher











Assumptions:


Students are all Korean, having an understanding of Korean culture





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening esp. esp when filling in the blank.  Stop playing the recorder and pause for a minutes so that student can have time to fill out the blank => Chuck the listening


If Korean students have no understanding on US Thanksgiving holiday, explain in more details in relation to Korean holiday.


If students have difficulty in filling out blank, hint them to utilize the vocabulary which student have learned.
