	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills and vocabulary by having Ss make sentences with prefixes. 
· Secondary aim: Ss will learn about prefixes by doing matching the prefix to root word and meaning, making stories with prefix words and making their own prefixes.
· Personal aim: I want to improve my fluency.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read the worksheet.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the partner’s speech. 
· Speaking: Ss will speak with their partner.
· Writing: Ss will write a short story.

	

	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Words with prefix and root.
· Function: Make a short story.
· Grammar: Using prefix.
· Phonology: None to discuss
· Discourse: Have a conversation with partner.


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run.
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Students already know lots of root words.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
    If the time is running out -> Shorten discussion time to make a short story.

    If there is more time -> Do the SOS activity.
    If the students don’t know the root words -> Explain it.

	Procedure:
Sally likes A for midnight snack.
But Jessie doesn’t like A for midnight snack.

(Write down these sentences.
Sally likes A. Jessie doesn’t like A.)

Elicit

I want to shorten the second sentence.

How can I do that?

I’m going to erase “doesn’t”.  And I need 3 letters. Can you guess what?
Yes. I need ‘dis’.

If I add ‘dis’ at the beginning of the word ‘like’, it will have opposite meaning.
(post the picture of like/dislike)

We can call this kind of letter groups, “prefix”.

Prefix is a group of letters placed before the root of a word. Studying prefixes help you to learn new words more easily and get fluent faster.

CCQ

Does a prefix come at the end of the word? (NO)

Does a prefix come at the beginning of the word?(YES)
Does a prefix make the same meaning with the root word?(No)
Does a prefix make the different meaning with the root word?(Yes)
Look at this. I have 2 prefixes. One is mis- and the other one is un- .(Make 2 circles for ‘mis-‘ and ‘un-‘ ) Prefix ‘mis-‘ means bad, wrong. And this prefix ‘un-‘ means against, not, opposite. I have the word inform. If I want to make a word that means ‘say something wrong or inaccurate’, which prefix do I need? Yes. I need ‘mis-‘.   
(Put the word card ‘inform’ to the mis- section)

I have this word ‘able’. If I want to make a word that means ‘impossible to do something’, which prefix do I need? Yes, I need ‘un-‘. (Put the word card ‘able’ to the un- section)
How about this word ‘place’? I want to make a word that means ‘you lose it temporarily’.

Which prefix do I need? Yes, I need ‘mis-‘.. (Put the word card ‘place’ to the mis- section)

How about this word ‘tie’? I want to make a word that means remove the string or rope that holds something. Which prefix do I need? Yes, I need ‘un-‘. (Put the word card ‘tie’ to the un- section)

(If students don’t understand how to use prefixes, explain other example like misinterpret, mislead, mistake, unequal, undo, etc)
Grouping
Let’s say ‘mis’ and ‘un’. Every ‘mis’s raise your hand. Then move to this part of classroom. Every ‘un’s raise your hand than move to this side of classroom.
Instruction

I’m going to give you these prefixes, root words and sentences. Every pieces of prefix have their meaning in the parenthesis. Fill in the blanks with a prefix and a root word.
Demonstration

For example, in the sentence “A ________ word has only one syllable”, you need the root word “syllabic” and the prefix “mono”. Mono- means only one.
(Put the card ‘mono’ and ‘syllabic’ on the board)

Instruction

I’m going to give you 2 minutes.

Look at this. I have the words that we’ve learned in the worksheet. (Pick one word than show it to the students.)  You can choose one of the words. You can see the prefix and the root word. And then you can make a story with the word and the root word.

Demonstration

If I choose unhappy, un- is the prefix and happy is the root word. So I can make a story like this. I was very happy when I heard the news that my boss will give us a raise. But I’m unhappy now. Because my boss canceled the raise. 
Grouping
I’m going to make you in pairs. 

A,B you guys work together. B,C you’re in a pair. (make the whole class into pairs)
Both of you will pick one word then make a story together by using the words and the root words. (Let the students choose one word)
I’m going to give you 5 minutes.
