	Aims:

1. Main aim: I want to enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss read and discuss “Money doesn’t guarantee happiness”. 
2. Secondary aim: Ss will read and discuss “Money doesn’t guarantee happiness” by having Ss do pre-teaching words, read the text and discuss it, and make a card for friend’s wedding.
3. Personal aim: I want to be confidence in class.
  I want to speed my teaching pace.

I want to increase STT and reduce TTT.
I want to speak louder.


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss will read the text “Money doesn’t guarantee happiness”.
- Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmates’ opinion.
- Speaking: Ss will ask and answer the questions, and discuss the text in group.
- Writing: Ss will write 3 reading comprehension levels questions. (Literal, Interpretive, Applied)

Ss will make a card for friend’s wedding.

	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Vocabularies
             (i.e. executive, dropout, fix, tune, army, flabby, affair)
- Function: questions and answers
- Grammar: None to discuss
- Phonology: None to discuss
- Discourse: 3 reading comprehension levels questions (Literal, Interpretive, Applied) and answer them


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
- How the class is set up and run. (There will be 3 or 5Ss groups/pairs at each table.)

- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- Ss are able to do activities along the teacher’s instructions.
- Most Ss have ever thought that money can buy something but can’t buy anything. 
- Ss know 3 reading comprehension levels questions. (Literal, Interpretive, Applied)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems
