	Main  Aim: To enable Students improve their listen skills by having Students talk about ‘the Mall’
Second Aim: Students will talk about expressions for shopping by having Students match idiom, dictate and engage in a shopping game.
Personal Aim: I want to improve my skill to organize and run activity.


	Language Skills:
- Reading: Students will read all items.
- Listening: Students will listen to short dialog in the shops.
- Speaking: Students will speak about item they are looking for and shopping terms.

- Writing: Students will write shopping terms when they are dictating dialogue in the shops.


	Language Systems:
-Lexis: Idioms used in selling or buying items of shops. (It’s on sale.)
-Function: Buying and selling items for their survival.
-Grammar: None to discuss
-Phonology: None to discuss
-Discourse: Informal language used for figurative speaking idiom.


	Assumptions:

Students already know
-How the class is set up and run.(there will be 3 students groups at each table.)
-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

-All students are single and college graduates(Age 23 and up)

-Most students have bought items in the shopping mall.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
-Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
=>Let them watch the video clips. (Students more easily understand with visual aid.)
-Students may not be able to pick up details from listening.
=>Chunk the listening(pause-play-pause-play)

-Students may need more time to work on the idioms.
=>If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

-If time is short

=>Cut post-activity market play short and give them a little money than previous arranged

-If students finish their task earlier than anticipated.

=>Ask as many students as possible about their idea of good items for their life.
-There are too many rules for students to memorize them in the game.
=>Put the wallchart about game rule on the board.

=>Ask me any time if they have questions. (Teacher takes a role as a supervisor at the shopping mall.)

(Write ‘Welcome to tesol mall.’ on the board.)

Lead in
What things do you want to buy at the shopping mall?

What expressions do you use when you buy the items? 
(Elicit “How much is it? And “It’s a _______won.)
Creative grouping technique
Let’s say shopping mall.(It is written on the board.)
Ok, now Sinhe say ‘shop’ and Jina say ‘ping’ and Pill say ‘mall’.(until 15students is done.)

Now, who say ‘shop’ raise your hand. And sit on this side.

Who say ‘ping’ raise your hand. And sit on that side.

Who say ‘mall’ raise your hand. And sit on opposite side.

Jina, Justin, Minto. you are group.(make class into 5 groups)
Instructions.

(Put the wallchart about the game rule on the board)
Boom! Now, Let me tell you how to play the game. 
First, you choose the group leader.

Second, Group leader, you pick up the shop name tag in the envelope. There are name tags of shops you saw last activity in the envelope. You put the name tags on your group table. You are owner of mousic shop.
I
Third, if you pick up the music shop, then I’ll give you items of music shop. The value of items is 2millon won for eash group. You could sell these items.
Third, I’ll give each group money cards. Amount of money is same for each group. Just 1million won. It consists of three kinds of money. 50,000won, 10000won, 5000won.
Elicit money from students by using cash.

Forth, your group can sell your items. And your group can buy the things from another shop. In the playing time, your group chooses who stays the storeto sell the items and who buyes things from another shop. And what kind of items do you want to buy.

Fifth, Who is winner? The group who have more money than the other groups. Not your items. It is good for selling all items during game times. 
Sixth, You must buy items from another shop. And these items value at least one million won. If you don’t do this, then you’ll be loser.

Seventh, You cannot reject sell the items. You should sell items if the customer wants it and gives you correct money.

Eight, In black market days, you can sell your items on sale price.  Black market days, It’s very short term. Only three minutes. You get the chance in this time.
Nineth, I’ll give you only 12 minutes.

Tenth, I’m a superviser of the tesol mall. If you have any question or quarrel with another shop, just ask me.
Okay, Now we play the game step by step.

Let the students pick up the tags. 

Give students the items for their shop. 

Give students the money for each group.

ICQ

(Remind the students the lead-in expressions)

It’ 5 thousand won.

Market day is over. We have only 2 minutes. Sell the items for more money. And buy the items at least 1 million valued until game is finished.
