Sad-sadder

two syllable adjectives ending in Y
Adjectives or adverbs with two or more syllables
Change the Y to I and add -er 
Happy-happier

Pretty-prettier

Busy-busier

Use MORE
Famous-more famous

Interesting-more interesting

Carefully-more carefully

Irregular words.
