1. Pre-teach Vocabulary
· Meteorologist (Noun)
        : “what do you call that a specialist who studies the earth’s atmosphere that cause weather conditions?”
          (Elicit and write word on the board.)
· Disaster (Noun)
        : “What do you call that a state of extreme ruin and misfortune?”
           (Elicit and write word on the board.)

· Grocery store (Noun)
        : “What do you call that a market where food, drinks are sold?”
            (Elicit and write word on the board.)

· Stuck (Verb)
        : “What do you say when we caught or fixed in some places?”
            (Elicit and write word on the board.)
2. Introduction of Activity (Role cards)
<Instructions>

There are five people who are in different situations and have some problems.
(President of the United States of America, Meteorologist, Captain of cruise, high school student,

Grocery store owner)

I’ll give you 5 Role cards for each group. Pick one role card. Read and think about the solutions of your role’s problems. I will also give you some paper to write your ideas. I’ll give you 3 minutes. Work individually.
(Distribute role cards and papers)

(Let students think about solutions and monitor discreetly.)
(Give students 1minute more if they need.)

Some pictures of the movie ‘The Day after Tomorrow’.


white board, board markers, papers





Objectives:


To learn vocabulary related to activity by listening teacher’s explanation and instructions


To be able to practice explaining their own situations by doing role-play activity


To practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas with classmates and present each other’s opinion





Language Skills:


Reading : role cards


Writing : writing their own ideas on the paper


Speaking : doing role-play activities and sharing ideas with classmates


Listening: listening teacher’s explanation, instructions and classmate’s ideas





Language Systems:


Phonology: drilling (pronunciation of key vocabulary) / Lexis: vocabulary


Function: describing their own situation and presenting their ideas


Discourse: discussing about their situations and solving the problems








Assumptions:


 Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (there will be 5 students in one group, so there will be 3 groups in class)


The teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the lecture


All students are adults and level of students is intermediate


Students have ability to explain their situations and ideas





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





There may not be enough time to find solutions of role-play situations


: give more time to think about their ideas,


share ideas and get a hint or solutions from group members





Students may need more time to discuss


: be flexible with the time as giving students more time to finish their discussion
