Good morning/Afternoon class! How are you?

Do you know what junk food is? Do you like junk foods?

(Students answer)

Today, we are going to talk about pizza! Have you ever made your own pizza? Which pizza does you like the most? Why?

(Show pizza menu from power point. Let students to answer what they like and the reason)
Let’s talk about it again after we read the text.

	Procedure:

Teacher: Today’s text is interesting fact of pizza. This article was written in 2007 but I didn’t know it!  
Before we read the dialogue, we will learn some new vocabulary.

Teaching key food vocabulary:

(Teacher presents the picture from power point. let students identify the picture first and read the vocabulary together)

For example of ‘Pizza lover’ in the text: 

(NB: teach a difference between lover and _______ lover)

· What do we call a person who we like/love before we get married? 

(Students will say ‘lover’)

· Yes! That is correct! But in this text, there is another meaning of ‘lover’. Do you know that?

· In this case, similar meaning is ‘Mania’
· Another meaning of lover describes someone who loves specific things 
· Teacher gives an example sentence by using the word

(Food lover, pet lover, dance lover… strong meaning of the word is holic)

· Asking some CCQ:

From this text, does lover specify a person?
Does shoes lover means love bags? 

List of the words that students learn today:

· Food scientists/ Dieticians/ Diet expert/ Researcher
· Cancer/ Heart disease/ Anti-oxidants
· Warned/ Unhealthy
· Healthy/ healthier/ healthiest
· Good/ better/ best
· Underweight/ healthy weight/ overweight/ obese
Teacher: Now, we are going to use the word ‘lover’ to express what your favorite food is!
Instruction & demonstration

(Distribute the label sticker per person)
· Find what you like to eat the most! It can be fast foods, sweets, fruits or vegetables!

For example, I love chocolates and I always try to taste new chocolate flavors when I can find! So I went to ‘Salon du chocolat in Seoul’. It was a chocolate exhibition. So I call myself ‘Choco lover’
(Write ‘Choco lover’ on label sticker and stick it on top.

Work individually. You have 2 minutes.

Teacher: Let’s share the each others’ opinion!

(Check all the ideas among class. For today’s lesson, call their ‘nick name’ instead of students’ name!)

1. Guiding question

Question: Food is important to maintain our body health! Do you think pizza is health food or not?

(Present some pictures of pizza from power points) 

Instruction

Think about the answer as you read the text! I will give you about 3 minutes to read! Read carefully and silently. You read individually. 

(Hand out the text and worksheet)

CCQ

2. Worksheet No. A
Look at the part A of the worksheet! There are synonym match questions. Link Match and line the following words! 
Demonstration

For example, Words of left column come from the article. I see a word ‘Diet’ on this column. Can you see a synonym word from the right column? 

(Wait and see students’ responses and answer)

Yes! Answer is the ‘Food’! 
In Korea, Korean said ‘I am on diet’. It is incorrect answer. As we learn from this question, diet means food. So when People said ‘I am on diet’ means ‘I am on food’. It is better to say ‘I am on a weight-loss diet’. 
Carry on the synonym match question! You work alone and  you have 3 minutes to do

Materials:

Aims:


- To practice reading skill by answering guide questions and read the main text to understand story and answering worksheet questions to know details 


- To learn about related vocabulary by showing the power point presentation, teacher’s explanation, answering worksheet, 


- To learn speaking skill by sharing and speak their own answers among class  


- To know about new interesting fact about foods  








Language Skills:





Reading – reading the text Scientists discover healthier pizza” and the worksheet


Writing – Answering worksheet


Speaking – Sharing answers in class 


Listening – Listening to teachers presentation, explanation and classmates’ ideas








Language Systems:





- Lexis: vocabulary (Scientist, dietician, cancer, antioxidants, overweight)


- Phonology: practicing new vocabulary 


- Discourse: sharing answer with classmates  











Assumptions:





Students know what pizza is 


Students have some knowledge about junk foods


Students know the healthy and unhealthy foods and they can read and write in English  but may not very accurately 


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching 


Students are used to work individually, pairs and groups








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Some students may not be able to follow the lesson easily (Let them give a time to understand the text and help them with a teacher’s explanation)


Students may not be able to understand details from the text


(Chunk/ divide the text paragraph and give an explanation as read)


Some students may feel board and easy so they can finish their tasks earlier than anticipated (Teacher can check the answer of the student and have a free short conversation and give extra question worksheet)


Students do not know health influence of junk foods (may difficult agree that pizza can be an unhealthy food)
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
