[1. Greeting]
Hello, everyone! How are you today? 
[2. Eliciting and Prediction]
(Starting PPT and showing Ss a picture to elicit the information)
Look at the pictures. 
What can you see in this picture? (A: Logo)
What kind of restaurants are these logos? (A: Fast food restaurant)
What do you think this picture have in common? (A: Red)
(Listen to answers from Ss)
The color ‘red’ is the most popular colors for fast food restaurants. Because red color increases appetite and excitement, which pushes people to spend more and to eat faster.
Like the color ‘red’, each color has its special power. 
[3. Introducing today’s topic]
Today, we are going to talk about ‘Color psychology’.
First, we will learn some vocabularies used in the text.

[Vocabulary (pre-teach key vocabulary)]

 eq \o\ac(○,1)Annoy 
Instruction
(Show the pictures on the PPT)

How do the couple of left picture look like? (A: happy, love each other, fall in love)

How about right one? Are they in good relationship? What is girlfriend doing? Maybe girlfriend nags him. From his view, how does he feel? ( bothering, troublesome, annoying)

( Suggest the word on the PPT)

T: To annoy you is to bother you. Someone or something that is annoying makes you feel fairly angry and impatient. The pronunciation is [ə|nɔɪ]. Repeat after me. 

CCQ

Choose the best word to complete sentence.

The word noise makes you angry. so, the answer is [c]

 eq \o\ac(○,2)Aggressive (guess from context)

Instruction

Can you tell me what the attitude of this man is? 

( Suggest the word on the PPT)

The answer is ‘aggressive’. It is the adjective and is used when a person or animal has a quality of anger and is ready to attack other people. When somebody does aggressive behavior, you feel frightened. The pronunciation is [ə|gresɪv]. Let’s repeat after me. 

CCQ

Is tiger aggressive? Is puppy aggressive?

 eq \o\ac(○,3)Peaceful (example, synonym)

Instruction

When you are in a forest and nature, how do you feel?

Right. You’re calm and restful. And….?

( Suggest the word on the PPT)

The word comes from the noun ‘Peace’, which refers to a quiet, still, or calm atmosphere in a place. When you add ‘-ful’ behind the peace, it becomes the adjective. 

CCQ

If you are in this picture (war), are you peaceful?
 eq \o\ac(○,4)Envy

Instruction
(Show the pictures on the PPT)
Is he proud of himself? No, in the left pictures, he might want a good shape like him. Also, in the right pictures, he might want girlfriend. Then, how to say the feeling that you want what others have in one word? 
( Suggest the word on the PPT)
Envy is the feeling you have when you wish you could have the same thing or quality that someone else has. Also, the word ‘envy’ is used both noun and verb. The word that has similar meaning with ‘envy’ is jealousy. 
CCQ
(Show the picture on the PPT)
In this picture, does he envy others? (yes)

Instruction
From now on, you will have another worksheet. After you read the passage again, find out the answers on the worksheet. Number 1 is to fill in the blanks using the words in the box. Number 2 is to find out the appropriate answer according to the passage. Do with to the next person. You two, you two, you two…. I will give you 3min. 
CCQ
What should you do?
How much time do you have?
Who do you work with?
(hand out worksheets and monitor discreetly)
Feedback
Have you all checked the answer?
(If no- give 30 seconds extra reading time
If Yes-check the answers by having Ss read out each question and say the answer)

	Procedure:
[1. Free production- Making business card]
Instruction
(show the business card realia to Ss)
Please make a guess what it is. (A: Business card)
Yes, it is the business card or name card of guesthouse. Have you ever heard the guesthouse? Guest house is offering accommodation to travelers. Also, it can give rest and make them relax. I got it when I traveled to JeJu-island, which place is very famous for its nature. 
These are different guest house, but they used similar color. What is the color? (A: Green)
Right. Because the color ‘green’ represents nature and give people relaxed feeling, they used it in their card. In this way, business card can be decorated or made by using specific colors to express characteristics of the business. 
Now, you will become the owner of certain store and you will make the business card. You should show the characteristic of your specific stores on your business card, using the color which you learned today.
Demonstration
I am the owner of the hair salon. In my card, various things for hair product are in my card. Also, I used the color ‘red’ because when they change their hair, they expect something. Therefore, they sometimes nervous and make their hearts beat faster. This is the reasons why I choose the color ‘ red’.
Now, let’s make the card using the appropriate the color that is learned today. Do individually and make the card using proper color. I’ll give 5 minutes and I also give you the item pictures for your store. After 5 minutes, I ask you to present your business card in front of the Ss.
