	Target Sentences:

· Incessant prevarication is a necessary social evil.
· Anything that is not accurate is a lie? 
· The more lies, the more degradation.

	Aims/Objectives:

· Ss to learn key vocabulary related to “lie”
· Ss to openly discuss commonly accepted lies in society and express their opinions about them in English. 
· Ss to understand the cultural differences (between Korea and US) about “lie” and exchange their ideas with other students 



	Assumptions:

· Ss are experienced enough to express their personal opinions.
· Ss know how to skim and scan 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· As some vocabularies are hard to understand, a 35 minute time limit may be a challenge => If students are not able to come up with vocabulary, write them down on the board

Eliciting: I am going to show you a couple of pictures.  Are you able to guess what they are doing / what is the picture describing?  
Have you ever lied?  Why do you lie? Why do you think people lie?

Let’s learn the key vocabulary to help you reading the text.   

I am going to show you a couple of pictures giving clues. 
1) Fib / Prevarication : 
a) Presentation:  Showing the ppt file (photo introduced at the beginning) and asking student the similar word of lie.  If students are not able to come up with answer, need to introduce fib and prevarication. 
b) CCQ: Can you think of any similar word to “Lie”
2) Paradox:  

a) Presentation: Show the ppt file after students come up with some words choice of paradox. Explain the meaning of the word in English.  
b) CCQ:  Can you think of any words associated with two contradictory things?  Can you think of any example of paradox?

3) Deception:  
a) Presentation:

b) CCQ:  What do you do when you lie to people?  Right!  You are deceiving people. What is the noun form of deceiving?  What is the difference between deceit and deception?  

4) Degradation:  
a) Presentation: what are the right words explaining the followings:

b) CCQ: What is an act of reducing the grade?

a) Presentation: Show the similar word choice of pervasive.

	1) Guiding: What should be the title of this article? 

Instruction: I want you to think about the tile of this article.  I will give you 3 minutes to read.  Read alone silently.

CCQ:

2. TASK 1: 
Instruction: I will give you a worksheet consists of two tasks:
Part 1: Read the article once again and answer Part 1 by yourself. 

Part 2: Once you are done Part 1, discuss with the person right next to you to complete Part 2.    Pls. read the text carefully and find the similar or closely matching words from the text and write it down on the right side.  I will give you 3 minutes.
CCQ:  Part 1: How do you complete your task1?
Part 2: How do you complete your task?  What is the time limit?

	Instruction:  

T:  In this article, there are two contradictory arguments/statements. What do you think are the two statements?   Any ideas?  
[Waiting for Ss response]
1. The bottom line lie is lie. Honest is the best policy.  

2. Lie is a society’s necessary evil and its necessity makes it acceptable to society.
Then, which position are you supporting? Any one support #1? Anyone support # 2?  Why do you support the one vs. the other?   I am going to divide groups based on your choice.  Once we make groups, I am going to give you two tasks:
[Ask students to give their choices between No 1 and No. 2 and divide the SS into 3 groups (5 each, if possible) as group. 
Instruction:

Task 1: Lying Experiences.  Please complete this table with your groups.  Please come up with 5 lies you want to share. Fill out the blanks in Part 1 section.  This can be your personal experiences or something you’ve heard/experienced from other people. 
CCQ: How many answers do you have to fill out?   Does it have to be your own story only?  

Part 2: Out of two, which positions do you/your groups support?   Based on you/your choice, please defend your position:  why should people be honest or why should we accept people lying that is considered necessary in our daily life.  I will give you 7 minutes to complete the task 
CCQ:   How many minutes do you have to complete the task?  Do you have to have same position in your group to defend your group? 
Feedback: Are you done?  [If students not complete, allow them one additional 1 ~ 2 minutes].  

Instructions:

 As time is running out, let’s share your team’s feedback based on what you have completed Let’s take 2 minutes per each group. 

Group 1: Can you present? Group 2: Can you present? Group 3: Can you present?  [repeat until each group complete their presentation]
