 ( Put the picture on the board)

 What do you think this picture?
OK, it’s a picture of coffee.
Today we will learn about coffee.

	Procedure:

1.Pre-teach vocabulary
Now, let’s learn vocabulary that will help you read the text
Reduce
Eliciting
Ask a student to read the word(#4) on the worksheet;
Can you guess this means?

It means the opposite of “increase”
If you reduce something, you make it smaller in size.

 (Write the word “reduce” on #4 down)
 “Reduce” is a verb and ; repeat after me [reduce].
CCQ

Does air pollution reduce if you plant many trees?

Recommend

Elicit

Ask a student to read the word(#5) on the worksheet;
Can you guess what this means?
I recommended anyone who wants something interesting.
(Write the word “recommend” on #5 down)
“Recommend” is a verb and recommendation is a noun; repeat after me [Recommend].
CCQ
Could you recommend a good restaurant?
Analyze
Eliciting
Ask a student to read the word(#6) on the worksheet;
Can you guess what this means?

You examine it using science methods in order to find out what it is.
(Write the word “Analyze” on #6down)
“Analyze” is a verb and noun; repeat after me [Analyze].
CCQ
Have you ever analyzed   4 blood   types?
Beverage
Eliciting 
Ask a student to read the word(#7) on the worksheet;
 Do you drink something when you are thirsty?
You drink some liquid, kind of beverages.

(Write the word “beverage” on #4 down)
 Beverages” is a noun and the same vocabulary is drinks. Repeat after me [Beverages].
CCQ 
What do you drink when you are thirsty?
Frequency
Elicit

Ask a student to read the word(#8) on the worksheet;
 What does frequency mean? 

 Sometimes, often, always   something like that?
(Write the word “frequency” on #4 down)
“Frequency” is a noun; repeat after me [Frequency].
CCQ

Do you really know frequency?
Instruction

Now you work with your partner. Match the similar words, synonym. You have 3minutes.

(Give matching  worksheet)
demonstration

 You can see the first vocabulary “good” and find the same meaning on the right side. Draw a line to the others.
