	Procedure:

1. Greeting
Hello everyone, did you enjoy your holyday? Did you eat much food or drink? How much? Who will talk about your holyday life? Did you have any special experience?
2. Contextualization
Let see the picture. What can you see?
(Show picture #1)

We can say there are many foods on the table, isn’t it?
Let see another picture
(Show picture #2)
How can we say?
(Students answer)

Yes, of course, we can say much water is in the bottle.  
Under similar conditions, we usually use “many” and “much” what means?

(Students answer)

“Many” and “much” generally mean a large number of something. 

(Show picture #3)

Many is used with countable noun and much is used with uncountable noun. 
Ok, now we can know the definition of many and much.

However, how about this? What can we say?
(Show picture #4)
(Students will answer)
Answer is that “there are few smile”, 

“little water is in the jar” 
What is different between few and little?

(Students answer)

Few is used with countable noun and little is used with uncountable noun.
What is the meaning?

(Students will answer)

In fact, its definition is the same with many and much

they are antonym
(Show picture #5)

Do you understand? Let’s check

(Show picture #6)

What can you see?

(Students answer)

There are many things. And we can make a sentence like this…
“There are many people in the park.”
Make another sentence in the picture.

· Make three or four sentence using few, little, many, and much

· Some students will confuse between a few and few. It is not important this part. It will be learned next step.

Everyone good job. Now I think you guys can distinguish them exactly. Let’s check.

	Procedure:

1. Recall
Everyone is good job. Now we will check our questions one more time.

(Students will answer or not, Show pictures #13)

Sometime, our answer is few and sometime our answer is a few.
Which one is few? What is different?

Easily think. Few means just one or two. It is not many. On the other hands, a few includes over three. Sometime, it is used the same meaning with some.

Now I will give out a handout. Please find your answer. I will give you 3 minutes and you may do with your partner. Also try to notice the form differences between few and a few, little and a little.

(Show picture #17)

· Each student will speak sentence, using pronoun or adjective form

3. Conclude

Meaning
All students are perfect. We have just learned the pronoun and adjective form. Let’s talk about the meaning of words again. Few and little can be used as pronoun and adjective. Its meaning is exactly opposed with  many and much.

Aims:





Students will enable their grammar skills by making sentences related to adjective and pronoun


Students will understand the concept of few/little and a few/ a little


Apply the grammar skills learned in their real lives


To practice speaking and listening skill by sharing opinions with classmates








Language Skills:





Reading: Students will read the short articles or sentences


Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmates’ opinions


Speaking: Students will speak by answering and doing group worksheets


Writing: Students will write the answer on the worksheets








Language Systems:





Lexis: Students will read the grammar worksheets


Function: say the ideas about the differences of the pictures and what they see


Grammar: Usage of few/little and a few/a little


Discourse: Students will listen and discuss thoughts of the questions and answers. 








Assumptions:





Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (class will be pair work)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


They know basic vocabulary enough to understand grammar class


They can already know  the main concepts between COUNTABLE and UNCOUNTABLE











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have difficulty in understanding the concepts of few/little 


Let them elicit the meaning until they get the gist by providing more examples


Students  may have hard time drilling


Give the students more chances to practice


If students finish their task earlier than anticipated


Give another activity and ask as many students as possible about their ideas of the tasks


If students need more time to finish their activity


Be flexible with the time as gibing students more time to finish and give them homework
