Aims:


Students can practice social gathering vocabularies by reading role cards and teacher’s eliciting questions.


Students can practice social expressions and introductions by doing role play.

Language Skills:


Reading: role card


Listening: listen to teachers and other students’ introductions


Speaking: introductions and answering in a group.


Writing: completing the role card.





Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabularies used in the role cards.


Function: Introductions and asking during interview.


Discourse: Introductions to get to know each other. 








Assumptions:


1. Some Ss may already know the vocabulary to present.


2.  Ss enjoy attending parties.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to understand the vocabulary.


	Teacher gives them ideas by gestures and examples.


Some students may not be able to complete the role cards.


	Encourage students use their dictionary or check with the teacher.


Students may need more time to finish the activity.


	Give them more time to finish.
