	Procedure:

Greeting 
Good afternoon class. How are you all? It’s already March now. In march there are lots of ceremonies being held. 
What are some of the ceremonies that you can think of?

(possible answer-graduation, starting of new semester etc)

What is one of the major ceremonies of life that is usually held in Spring? (Try to elicit ‘Wedding’-If students can’t guess, direct teach)
Tell me your idle type of husband?  
(Listen to students answers and teacher write the key words on the board)
Introduction of Task
Have you ever wondered who your future husband will be and how they look like? If you ever did, then, today is the day to figure it out! 
Today, we are going to be adults who want to get married by the end of this year! So, Topic is ‘Who is going to be your future husband’
Are you excited to find out about your future husband? Ok, let’s start! 
Background information

You are all single beautiful ladies who are ready to be married by the end of this year. There is a very famous match-maker in town that is very successful at matching couples. Her rate of success is as high as 97%. Since you don’t have boyfriend and wants to be married by the end of this year, you decided to get introduced from match-maker. Now, you are at the matchmaker’s house and she introduced you the perfect guy!!

	Procedure:

Role Cards
As I give you the background information, you are now at the matchmaker’s house. She introduced you the perfect guy among 11 different boys. She tells you that co-incidentally all of them are at the matchmaker’s house today.  Now by listening to brief explanation of matchmaker, you have to figure out who that perfect guy is. Interview 11 candidates, and write down who you think is your Mr. Perfect guy. 
There are 11 candidates who want to be your Mr. Perfect and one matchmaker’s role. Who wants to be a matchmaker? (Give the role cards to students) 
Read the role card carefully! You have 2 minutes to understand your role.
CCQ
Are you working together/alone?
What do you need to do know?
How much time do you have?
Teacher: Are you done? Do you need more time? May we start our role-play?
(If yes, give them 1 minute extra time. If no, carry on the next activity)
Interview
· Instruction: 
Since you are ready to meet and ready to find your life partner, you will walk around and mingle with each other. Interview people and find your future husband in the matchmaker’s house. 
· Vocabulary:
Presents the picture to illustrate basic vocabulary. Let students identify the picture first and elicit the vocabulary together. For example: 
· Groom
· When you go to celebrate wedding, who is the boy getting married to the girl referred to as? 
· Who wears a tuxedo?
· Asking some CCQ:
· Does groom wears Jeans?

· Match making 
· Propose

· Matchmaker

· Groom

· Bride

· Hook up with

Who is going to be your future husband?








Materials:


- Board & board marker


- 12 role cards (one of each student)








Aims:


- To enhance speaking ability by interviewing peers. 


- To learn related vocabulary by discussing in class and listening to teacher’s explanation.


- Students practice to present their role in present tense during interviewing time. 


- Students will be able to speak fluently by expressing their own characteristics.





Language Skills:





Reading – reading the role cards


Speaking – questioning and answering to get to know each others’ role


Listening – Listening teacher’s explanation and partners’ speech in the interview time. 








Language Systems:





- Function: asking characteristic of the partners’ and giving the information


- Discourse: mingle with others to find own suitable future husband 


- Grammar: simple present tense will be used 








Assumptions:





Students may know the basic vocabulary to present their role 


Students do not know many descriptive vocabulary of personal characteristics 


Students know the Basic English to understand and listen to the teacher’s explanation and instruction. 


Students know how to work in pairs and groups as well as by themselves.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Some students may not be able to follow the lesson easily due to lack of English vocabulary. Thus, give them more time to understand and if still don’t know, direct teach them the vocabulary.


Students may not be able to understand details or vocabulary while they do interview with each other. Thus, teacher should walk around the class to monitor the process of students’ activity


Some students may feel bored and not interested to participate. In that case, teacher can directly involve in the activity and share idea with the student.
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
