	Aims:

-Main Aim: To enable students to improve their vocabulary skills by using compound words (noun + noun formations, closed style)
-Secondary Aim: Ss will create a story using compound words and present it to the class; students will play a game using compound words
-Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed and clarity to the level of the class.



	Language Skills:

-Reading: Students will read selections on Morals/Moral dilemmas
-Listening: Students will listen to short presentations (answers to questions)

-Speaking: Students will present their ideas/answers to the class
-Writing: Students will write interview questions and answers



	Language Systems:

-Phonology: /r/, /l/ 
-Lexis: Moral, Dilemma
-Function: None to discuss

-Grammar: None to discuss
-Discourse: Questions and Answers



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-How the class is set up and run (students will be in pairs)

-The teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course

-Students have a basic familiarity with the concept of ‘moral’/Aesop’s fables



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

: Students may not be familiar with certain idioms/vocabulary in the reading selections
-The teacher will allow the use of a dictionary if needed; the teacher will guide and aid students in vocabulary discovery
:Students may have a hard time creating their own interview questions/answers
-Teacher will provide a sample formation at the beginning of the class; Modeling

	Elicit the word 'moral’
-Visual (Tortoise and a Hare/Fox and Grapes)

-What do we call a lesson or principle of a story or event?
moral (noun) means the lesson or

principles of right and wrong
-it rhymes with coral
Model “Moral”
Today we are going to talk about Morals and Moral dilemmas:

Put up wall chart: “Helping a Friend in Need”
· While at the shops, Toby meets a friend who is very poor. The friend tells him he has had no food that day because there was nothing to eat at home. Toby wants to help his friend, but is not sure how as he had no money himself. 
· As they are talking, Toby notices the shopkeeper leave the store and walk to the laneway to take out the rubbish. His friend beckons Toby to run in and grab some food for him. Toby knows stealing is wrong and if caught he would find himself in trouble with the law.
· What should Toby do? Should he steal to help his friend or not?
Ask two students to give an answer
Great! That sounds good!
CCQ: 

-Is a moral something you find in the ocean?
-Are morals principles of right and wrong?
Yes, that’s right!

Ok, class! For our first activity we are going to do a Moral Dilemma discussion sheet. 

You are to read the “moral dilemma” and come up with solutions to the problem. Please give reasons/and or an explanation.
You will be working in groups, and I will give you 5 minutes to complete the activity.

Ok, so let's get started. Can everyone repeat after me? A,B,C
(Put them in groups)

ICQ

-So, what will we be doing?

-Please do not start the worksheet, or look at it, until I say the word “start”.

-Are you going to look at or touch the worksheet before I say start?
