	Aims:
1. Main aim: to enable students to improve their listening skills by having students talk about blind date.
2. Secondary aim: students will talk about blind date by having students match idioms, take dictation, and engage in a speed dating competition.
3. Personal aim: I want to improve my time management, CCQ’s, and ICQ’s


	Language Skills:

· Reading:  Students will read the idioms worksheet.
· Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for.
· Speaking: Students will predict and compare answers within groups.

· Writing: Students will take dictation and create speakers’ profiles.


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function: Self-PR and advertisement for a lifetime partner
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Discourse: Find someone compatible with
· Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

· The students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Some students have been a blind date.
· Some students already know the meaning of blind date.

· Some students have troubles matching the idioms.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Anticipated Errors

Solutions

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
Chunk the listening. (pause-play-pause-play)
· Students may need more time to work on the idioms.
If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
· If time is short,
Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s the most important in a lifetime partner.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

Instructions

This time, I will be a human radio. I will play the speeches again, but you can stop and rewind the radio. Say stop for pausing, rewind for rewind, and play for play whenever you want.
But I need a person to play me.
(Pick up a student for help)

Demonstration
Show how to use the human radio using the volunteer.
