Four apples are in the picture.

You can count apple. Then, what kind of noun is it?

Can you count the juice?
What’s the juice in?

Can you count juice using a glass?
Then, how can you count it with a glass?

(Write the sentence on the board)

A glass of juice is in the picture.
You cannot count juice. Then, what kind of noun is it?

Countable noun is something you can see, touch, and hold, but uncountable noun is something you cannot see, touch or hold or something hard to count because it’s too small.
CCQ’s
· Can you hold milk?
· Is milk countable?

· Can you hold an apple?
· Is an apple countable??
But you can put uncountable nouns into containers to count them.

(Put the container wall chart on the board)

Then what can you use to count wine?
What can you use to count rice?

What about tuna?
What about sugar?

What about toothpaste?

What can you use to count something is always plural like pants?

How do you call all those together?

Then, can you count the containers?
How can you say if there is juice in 2 glasses?
Because you can count glass, but you cannot count juice,

What if there is juice in 3 glasses?
Okay, good!
