	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss write about the 
Stories with comparative 
· Secondary aim: Ss will learn about comparative by having Ss practicing and filling in 
the worksheets with proper answers,  making the stories by using comparative sentences and engaging in playing ‘You are better than me’ activity.
· Personal aim: I want to reduce my commentary and improve demonstration, activity, ICQ’s and CCQ’s.



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the sentences in worksheets and their own stories.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the presentation of their classmates.
· Speaking: Ss will speak while answering the questions, making a story and playing ‘You are better than me’ activity.
· Writing: Ss will write down the answers on the worksheets and stories with comparatives.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: vocabularies used in describing comparative (smaller, taller, more handsome…)
· Function: describing the comparison
· Grammar: rule of comparative, how and when to use comparative
· Discourse: none to discuss
· Phonology : none to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· how to express their ideas and opinion in English
· most students have done making stories in English

· many adjective




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the meaning of key vocabulary

· → Give them a further examples and clues
· Students may not be able to explain their ideas while making stories
→ Let his/her partner help friend   
· Students may need more time to work on the writing their stories
→ If it takes longer than 4 minutes, find a student who is already done and let him present his ideas (while he presents, the other ss can finish writing)
· If time is short
→ Cut post activity, let 4~5 students do the activity 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Give students more chance to practice the comparative

	1.Filling in the blanks with comparatives
Eliciting
I’m going to show you a picture. Can you guess where it is? Yes, it is a market. Why do you go to market? Yes! Good! To buy something. When you buy something, you want to buy it (show ss one item) but it is too expensive than you were expecting, then what would you do? 
Yes, right. Compare with the others. When we compare two things we usually use comparative. 
CCQ

Do we use comparative to compare more than 3 things? → No

Do we use comparative to compare two things?

→ Yes
Instruction
We usually compare people, things and everything in our lives. When we compare something we have to use adjective as comparative form. Let’s see some examples together.
Demonstration  
Let’s read first two sentences together!
Julie is taller than Joy.

Leonardo is more handsome than Psy.

Can you find the differences between two sentences? Yes, we usually add ‘er’ for the comparatives, but if the word has two or more syllables we have to add ‘more’ in front of it.
And remember, the word ‘than’ follows comparatives every time. You should put it after the comparatives. Let’s practice one more time.

Joy is small               than Julie.
Psy is                  energetic             Leonardo.
Excellent! Now, I’ll give you a sheet of paper to each of you and you are going to fill in the blanks with comparatives. You have 2minutes to do this.

	1.Comparing and making stories
Asking some questions
Guys, who do you think is better? Yu-na Kim or Mao Asada? Why do you think so? 
Instruction
I gave a small piece of paper to each of you when you come to school today. Let’s open it up! You’ll see the comparative word on it. If your word has ‘er’ please move to this side of the class and if you have ‘more’ please move to the left side of the class. Pair up with a friend sitting next to you. Giri, Claire you guys are pair and Nicky, Natalie you are pair…You are going to get the A vs B card and paper from me like this ( show them Korea vs Japan card and paper) and write a story with comparatives.
Demonstration

I’ll show you an example. 
Jade, could you read it?

(Korean girls are prettier than Japanese girl. If you have eyes you can check it right now.
I love sushi and udon, so I think Japan has more delicious food than Korea.)

You can use as many comparatives as possible.

You’ll have 3 minutes to write a story.

You have to use comparative in your sentence. Are you going to use simple adjective?
Are you going to use comparative?

(Pick one student to start the activity.)
Hayley, come up to the front and throw the dart!
