	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss reading about the newspaper articles and descriptions of news paper elements.
· Secondary aim: Ss will learn about newspaper by having Ss matching descriptions of newspaper elements with proper name, reading newspaper article and guess the title and engaging in making own article through ‘ I’m a reporter’ activity.
· Personal aim: I want to reduce my commentary and improve demonstration, monitoring, ICQ’s and CCQ’s



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the newspaper article and descriptions of newspaper elements.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the presentation of their classmates.
· Speaking: Ss will speak while guessing the title of newspaper article and presenting their own articles.
· Writing: Ss will write down about their own articles. They will see the pictures that teacher hand out and make their own interesting articles.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: vocabularies used in describing newspaper (media, headline, section…)
· Function: describing the newspaper
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Discourse: talking about elements of newspaper
· Phonology : none to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· how to express their ideas and opinion in English
· most students have done making stories in English

· many types of media; something like TV, internet, radio, etc




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the meaning of key vocabulary

→ Give them a further examples and clues
· Students may not be able to explain their ideas while making own articles
→ Let his/her partner help friend   
· Students may need more time to work on the writing their articles
→ If it takes longer than 3 minutes, find a student who is already done and let him present his ideas (while he presents, the other ss can finish writing)
· If time is short
→ Cut post activity, let 2~3 students do the activity 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Give students more chance to present their own articles

	1.matching the elements of newspaper
Eliciting
I’m going to show you a picture. What do you think they are doing? Yes, they are running. Do you know the name of this kind of running? Yes, it is a marathon. The marathon was originated from a messenger who ran 42kilometer distance with out stopping to deliver the news. Then, where do you get the new information today? Yes, there are many different types of media, but we will talk about the newspaper today. (show ss newspaper)
CCQ

Can we see my best friend’s diary in the newspaper? → No

Can we see many kinds of new information in the newspaper?→ Yes
Instruction
Guys, imagine that you have just got a newspaper today morning. What can you see in the newspaper? There are many elements in the newspaper, right? 
What you are going to do is read descriptions of newspaper elements and match them with proper name.  

Demonstration  
I’ll show you an example. Take a look at this worksheet. If I think No.1 is matching with B, I have to draw the line and match them like this. You have 2minutes to do this worksheet.

Section:                Headline: 

The Korea Swimming Federation is planning to discuss the longstanding issue of unpaid rewards for gold medalist swimmer Park Tae-hwan. The federation has not paid the 22 year old swimmer 
$45,000 as a cash award for winning two silver medals at the 2012 London Olympics.

 ‘Sports’ is suitable for the section and I made my headline like this. ‘Swimming hero’s unpaid reward to be discussed.’ I call him ‘swimming hero because he is superb in Korea winning lots of medals. He deserved to get reward but couldn’t get it, so I wrote the headline like this.
I’m going to give you a sheet of paper and you are going to guess the section and make the headline of each article with your partner. You have to write down reason as well. I’ll give you 3minutes.
