· Second aim : Students will learn about active and passive voice by having students make sentences, describe pictures, speak sentences made by themselves
· Personal aim : I want to manage time well



	Language Skills:
· Reading : Students read the wall chart
· Listening : Students listen to what others are speaking about their description
· Speaking : Students speak sentences made by themselves
· Writing : Students write description of pictures



	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Sentences with forms of active and passive
· Function : None to discuss
· Grammar : Participles

	Assumptions:

· All the students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Some students already learned about grammar about active and passive voice so easy to understand the lesson
· Some students have a difficulty making sentences using forms of active and passive

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

→ Give feedback for checking that there is someone who don’t understand

· Students may not know the verbs we use
→ Explain by giving an example of using the verb
· If time is short
→ Ask only half pairs of students to share story in main-activity and present only one or two students in post activity
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→ Let as possible as many students to answer the sentences they make in post activity, and do SOS activity prepared for this kind of situation.

When the active voice change to the passive voice, the subject come to the object part with “by”. And the verb become be verb plus past participle form and then the object come to the subject part.

So, in this context, the horse moved to object part with “by” and scares became is scared, and the boy come to the subject.
