-Instruction-

 From now on, I will give you descriptions of Holidays and each Holiday’s name. After, you accept descriptions and name, please match them with a people in your group.

-Demonstration-

For example, ‘                  (Old English: Crīstesmæsse, meaning "Christ's Mass") is an annual commemoration of the birth of Jesus Christ and a widely observed holiday, celebrated generally on December 25 by millions of people around the world.
It is matched with a word ‘Christmas’
You will have 4 min to discuss.

Please, answer with your group members and please don’t  touch cards until I say start.
-ICQ-

What are you going to do?

How much time do you have?
Are you going to work individually?
-Explicit ICQ-

I don’t want you start before I say go. Are you going to start when I say go?
(Handing out cards)

-Run-

Students will do work. After I say go.
-Monitoring-

I will monitor discreetly and answer students’ question.

-Timing-

I should tell students how long time they left but the time has to be flexible.

(ex) 1minute left, 30 seconds left, 10seconds left and times up.

-Checking answers-
Okay, each group will share the answers to others, Let’s start from group “M”
