           - students have ability to explain their situations and ideas.

           - familiar with one another.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the meaning and some vocabulary.

        →chunk instruction and provide more example

· Students may need more time or less time to do worksheets.

        →be flexible with time.

· Students may finish their work earlier than expected. 

        → let students ask and answer the questions more in the post activity.

· Students may not be able to complete their plan.

        → encourage students check with the teacher. 

· If time is short

        → let only 1~2 students ask and answer only 1~2 questions in the post activity.
