	Aims:

· Main aim: For involving Ss’s listening skills through talk and listening skills with    
Blind date.
· Secondary aim: With a having a game which are matching idioms and speed dating competition students are engaging. 
· Personal aim: I hope to be active and enabler.



	Language Skills:
· Reading: idioms worksheet (guessing their meaning)
· Listening: the speaker’s short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner 
they are looking for.
· Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups.
· Writing: detail (dictation), creating speaker’s profile.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner

· Grammar: none to discuss

· Discourse: Finding someone  compatible



	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table) 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· all students are singing and college graduates (Age23 and up)
· most students have seen on a blind date



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· Students may need more time to work on the idioms
→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write then on the board
· If time is short
→ Cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they wane in a date and what they want in a spouse.

You will match the each first part of sentence with second part of idioms that is contained. After that, you will write the letter “a,b,c” in the empty box. You will have 4 mins.

Does match mean to compare each other?

I will hand out the two scripts and let them check the answers. Students will correct the wrong answers with fill in the blanks and corrections.

	Hey! From now on, I will be a cassette player. I will read you the some random people’s profiles. Is any one want to be a cassette player controller? Come up to the front and you will play, stop or rewind me as the player by student’s requests. Now, you will write down each person’s profile. It will be individual work.

Is the cassette player working automatically?

Can you control the player?
Can you rewind the cassette player?

Can you take a note? 
Are you going to work in pairs? 
Can you ask the controller to play/ Rewind/Stop?
Now we’ll listen to other students’ reading.  Each student will take turns and read three sentences. The rest of you guys will listen and write down the profiles of the person’s profiles. 
You have to work individually.
I’ll hand out you a paper. However, you should not see it before I say go. Will you start to read it before I say go?  I wish a loud voice. Are you going to read it with loud voice?

	1. Free Production

Eliciting

Put some pictures of some people are covering eyes and explain about what blind it is and show dating pictures. Finally, you will draw out the word “blind date” from students. Put the word on the board.

Instructions
For having blind date, students should make the longest table with gathering all desks in the class. After making the table, teacher should divide students into two groups. One group will sit on the right side of table and the other will sit left side of the table. A partner will be the person who sits front. Right side group will start to introduce by themselves until I say “switch the partner”. After seats replacement, Right side will introduce again for new partner. Keep it same manner until it finish, and left side group will do same work. Each group will have 3 mins for introducing.

Share students’ present (about their partner).
Take 2-3 volunteers if running out of time.
2.Conclude lesson

With error correction slot, write unscrambled word on the board.
Students will estimate the answer.


	Look at the pictures on the board.

What can you suspect from the pictures? Yes, he is covering his eyes. If his eyes are covered, Can he see something? No. We call this ‘blind’. I will show you other pictures. What are they doing? Yes they have dating. Let’s put those two words and we can say ‘ blind date’. Do you have any experiences of blind date?
From now on, we will start to have a blind date. Before we start, let’s make a long table as possible as we can. Soy to Jade, please take a spot on the right side of table. And Nicky to Giri will sit left side of the table. Each partner will be the person who sits in front. Soy to Jade, your group will start first. You will introduce by yourself to your partner until I say “switch the partner”. After I say that, right side group move to next seat as clockwise and will see new partner. Keep it same manner until it finish, and left side group will do same work after right side group is done. Each group have 3mins  for activity. 

What will we do?

How much time do we have?

Are you working in pairs?

Min, tell us anything about your partner.

Neil, what did you find about your partner?
I could not find any mistakes.

Are you able to unscramble this word?

Yes, it’s blind.
