	Aims:      -     To learn vocabulary, expression and idioms to describe a person or situations by matching idioms activity
· To practice listening skill through listening real-life speech of people with various different accents

· To  be able to pick up details from real-life talk by completing the worksheet
· To practice speaking by discussing within group members

· To be able to be quick in thinking and speaking in target language by adapting themselves in real-life alike situations (Blind speed date)


	Language Skills: - Reading: Idioms worksheet
· Listening: Instructor’s playing ‘Human Radio’ (reading passage) and what kind of spouse they are looking for.
· Speaking: comparing answers(Idiom)within groups, talking about ideal spouse

· Writing: details (dictation), creating speakers’ profile, writing Ss’ own ideal spouse profile 


	Language Systems: - Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a life time partner

· Structure: relative clauses 
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Discourse: to find someone compatible


	Assumptions: - Ss knows about the aim of and how to run the activity (listening practice, there will be 5-6 people in one group) 

· The teacher’s pace of the course

· All ss are at the age of marriage
· Most of ss has heard of or experienced “Blind date” in their life


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily( follow the task-feedback circle
· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening( “Human Radio” (Stop-Rewind-Play), Chunk the listening (Pause-Play-Pause-Play)
· Ss may need more time to work on the idioms ( If it takes longer than 5 min, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having ss write them on the board
· If time is short,( Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 ss to share their opinions about what is the most important in a lifetime partners
· If ss finish their tasks earlier than expect( ask as many ss as possible about their ideal partner for life and what common characteristics most of ss look for, also the difference between what they want in date and what they want in spouse.
